SB 2315: A BILL for an Act  to create and enact section 20.1-02-33 of  the North Dakota 

Century Code, relating to identifying private land open to hunters; to amend and 
reenact sections 12.1-22-03, 20.1-01-18, 20.1-01-19, 20.1-01-20, and 20.1-03-42 of 
the North Dakota Century Code, relating to criminal trespass and hunting on private 
land; to repeal section 20.1-01-17 of the North Dakota Century Code, relating to 
posting land; and to provide a penalty.
