is not due to a willful act of commission or act of omission, and care

is requested by a person responsible for the child's welfare;

Is in need of treatment and a person responsible for the child's
welfare has refused to participate in treatment as ordered by the
juvenile court;

Was subject to prenatal exposure to chronic or severe use of alcohol
or any controlled substance as defined in chapter 19-03.1 in a
manner not lawfully prescribed by a practitioner:

Is present in an environment subjecting the child to exposure of a

controlled substance, chemical substance, or drug paraphernalia as
prohibited by section 19-03.1-22.2; or

Is a victim of human trafficking as defined in title 12.1.

SECTION 9. EMERGENCY. Section 8 of this Act is declared to be an
emergency measure."
