Line 70 Increase Appropriation 

The Department has received a grant from the ND Outdoor Heritage Fund (OHF) which is 
governed by the Industrial Commission. Revenues of the fund are generated from the oil and gas 
gross production tax. The total grant is $1.9M over a 10 year period. We are requesting an 
increase to our appropriation authority to Line 70 for $500,000 for this biennium which is the 
amount we anticipate we will spend in 2013-15. The remainder of the grant will be included in 
our future biennial budgets. 

The breakdown of the grant is as follows: 

• $1.5M over a 10-year period for the Private Land Open To Sportsmen (PLOTS) program ($150K 
per yea r/10 years) 

o These funds will be used to secure, protect and create habitat which will then be 
enrolled into the PLOTS program 

o Approximately 3,000 acres of habitat will be enrolled at an average rate of $50 per acre 
o Existing PLOTS funds ($300K) will be used as "cash match"- $6 per acre for walk-in 

hunting access in addition to OHF funds 

Summary: The Department's PLOTS program has been well received by landowners; 
interest remains high in the program but the quality of the offers has decreased in 
recent years. The Department is targeting expired/expiring CRP with these OHF 
funds. Many landowners have CRP contracts set to expire, or have CRP that already 
expired and was not accepted back into CRP. These producers are seeking options to 
keep all or portions of their expired CRP in grass. Many landowners will be farming 
the best portions and leaving the less productive ground in grass. Some producers will 
transition expired CRP into managed grazing or haying systems. Others will seek to 
leave the land in grass altogether. Input received from landowners indicate a desire to 
receive annual payments versus large, one-time, upfront payments. The Department 
plans to offer producers with expired/expiring CRP a 1 0 year agreement with an 
annual payment- approximately 3,000 acres will be enrolled using OHF funds. These 
acres will be enrolled in PLOTS and be available for public access for a 1 0-year 
period. 

• $400K over a four year period for the Save Our Lakes (SOL) program ($100k per year/4 years) 
o These funds will be used to secure, protect and create important shoreline and riparian 

habitat to improve water quality in key watersheds throughout the state 
o Approximately 1,600 acres of habitat will be enrolled at an average of $75 per acre 
o Existing SOL funds (approx. $150K) will be used as a "cash match" 

Summary: the Department's SOL program was created to address water quality issues 
facing the state's water bodies. SOL will otTer one-time, upfront payments to 
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producers located in key watersheds in the state. SOL offers a variety of practices 
such as t,>Tass and tree plantings and infrastructure such as wells, pipelines and 
fencing. Areas under agreement are typically smaller areas of fields along waterways~ 
riparian areas or shorelines. Because these agreements are generally small acreage in 
size, landowners are more willing to accept one-time, upfront payments for SOL. 
Approximately 1,600 acres will be enrolled into SOL using these OHF ftmds.

Line 50 Increase Appropriation 

The request for $491,000 is needed to relocate the.water supply pumping facility at Garrison 
Dam National Fish Hatchery to provide a sustainable water supply to 40 hatchery ponds that are 
owned by the state. These ponds are critical to fish production and future fishing in North 
Dakota. 

Fishing license sales are at an all-time high, largely a result of our fish stocking capabilities 
across the state. The state of North Dakota does not own a fish hatchery and is the only state in 
the nation without a state owned hatchery. Instead, we chose-to partner with the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service approximately 20 years ago to reduce costs for both agencies. We have the 
lowest cost in the nation for fish stocking as a result. The fish rearing ponds for which this 
request is intended were built in the late 1980's by the state but are operated by the U.S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service for fish stocking per the agreement. 

In 2011, the flood that devastated many parts ofNorth Dakota also 'washed out' the dam that 
backed up water for the water supply for these ponds. Attached is a timeline of how we 
attempted to recreate the pond so as not to incur this request. Unfortunately none of them came 
to fruition. In the interim, we've pumped water from the remaining channel with water at a cost 
of approximately $70,000 per year. 

Per the attached timeline, bids were solicited in the spring of 2013 resulting in a low bid of 
$491,600. The next lowest was over $900,000. 

This project qualifies as 75% federal and 25% state. The state funds would originate from the 
Game and Fish Department, which is a Special Fund agency.

Is unlikely to ever get approved due to the fact construction is in the emergency spillway that might 
need to be used again washing out whatever structure is built. 

• Game and Fish engages the USACE.to se.e if any optio.ns (siphon, new line from the powerhouse, etc.) are 
viable. The only option that is determined viable is relocating our pump intake. 

Spring of 2013 
o Engage Apex Engineering to design an intake that would work with the current water levels of the spillway 

channel. 
• May 24, 2013 we submit a 404 application with project drawings to the USACE office in Riverdale. 

Summer of 2013 
• Several meetings with Garrison Dam National Fish Hatchery (GDNFH) staff, Apex and Jerry Weigel, 

Fisheries Production and Development supervisor, to define all the requirements of the pump system. 
• Collected water level data from the USACE and staff field collections to assess the construction site to 

determine elevation placement of the intake structure to deal with varying water levels of the new 
splllway channel depending on powerhouse discharge rates. 

• USACE office in Riverdale informs us 404 permit has a recommendation of approval and we should receive 
anytime.

Abstract/Executive Summary 

This Natural Resource Stewardship project involves working together with other's across North 
Dakota to provide hands-on assistance to manage, protect and enhance North Dakota's 
prairies, woodlands, plant and animal species of concern, and natural areas ensuring a healthy 
environment. Clear and measurable objectives have been identified for the increase in prairie 
restoration and enhancement and tree planting and woodland habitat acres, as well as the 
expanding of existing noxious weed control efforts, strengthening of the Natural Areas Registry 
and Natural Heritage Inventory and the upgrade of the statewide biological conservation 
database. 

Project goals include: A) conserve and enhance existing prairies, woodlands, tree and shrub 
plantings, within parklands, preserves and natural areas to maximize biodiversity of plant and 
animal species; B) provide direction, technical assistance and funding for natural resource 
activities that are integral to and integrated within parklands, preserves, and natural area uses; 
C} effective control and eradication of noxious weeds and invasive species on parklands,
