--«Roger Johnson (#1290) stated he had trouble following the debate because the issue to him is
the total funding for our programs (Board of animal health), $876,517, and what they are talking
about is the sources of money to fund those programs. Senator Carlson stated they are talking
about the sources, not the services, he wants to find out what is fair for the services rendered, he
isn't talking about the services they do or the licensing fee, etc. He wanted to know how much of
the $183,000 of his (State Vet) $876,000 budget has something to do with non traditional
livestock, the question is how much of that is Game & Fish related and how much is not. Mr.
Johnson didn't know if it was broken down like that, but he would say the vast majority is for
non traditional livestock that would have something to do with Game & Fish. It is deer and elk
farms, those are the ones that we spend the most of our time, diseases, etc. Rep. Carlson stated
that maybe a fee schedule should be taken to the farmers that have the non traditional livestock

that have these farms that are for profit, they pay some of these charges. But there license fees

would not begin to cover the charges on this sheet. Roger Johnson stated that this is a policy
question that the legislature would have to deal with,

--Senator Bowman (#1537) stated that there are 8 items that need agreement on,

---Rep. Skarphol (#1560) would like to ask Wayne about the 280 facilities they inspect, what is
the percentage that is game related verus others? Wayne said that between the bird, deer, clk,
about 220 facilities out of 280, the other 50 a combination of animals, bears, tigers, so about 2/3,
--Senator Thane (#1648). He still thought that the Game & Fish had some responsibility for the
diseases in the herds, they should pick up some of the costs.

-«Rep. Sharpol asked for the balance in the EARP fund

--Dan Wolf from Legislative Council stated that there was $422,945 as of now.
--Rep.Sharpol stated that maybe some of that money should be used for this.

--Senator Bowman stated that was the last thing they were going to discuss today and that was a
possibility. He also stated that on the first issue the percentage was 78% of the budget, and 78%
of what they had last time was $150,000 and the 78% comes to $117.000 from Game & Figh.
The House is at $100,000. Something to think about.

Senator Bowman continued (#1918) Fur bearers and what they collect and the licensing , he has
the figures in what they sell in a year, Last year they sold 16,000 fur bearers license @ $7.00
each for a total of $112,000. They sold 33,000 sportsman license and the impact for fur bearers
was $99,000 and they sold 2,000 out of state fur bearers license of an impact of $55,000. So
every year they sell $261,000 per year of fur bears license, Rep. Carlson stated that was
$522,000 per biennium, Senator Thane some of that comes from general game license which

includes cotton tails ete.
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Senator Bowman: (#2020) The tast issue is the EARP fund. The House wants the pesticide
collection every other year, and wanted to free up some money to add to the noxious weeds.
Senator Skarphol (#2162) stated that was a more appropriate use of the money, rather than do

the same thing the same old way and expect to get different results. The issue of the RinseAid

doesn't seem to go away, there has been significant changes in the way that chemicals are
shipped, etc, and it isn't a bad idea to have some money left over for next time, whether we are
going to use it for noxious weeds, that is just a potential alternative to using it on Safe Send..
Senator Warner (#2234) stated that the RinseAld iSsue, has pretty much gone away, fewer than
5,000 lbs a year, the growing acceptance of the urban populations of Safesend is a way of
controlling their chemicals, and it is a growing concern and it should be continued yearly.
Senator Bowman (#2380) Stated that some kind of decision is going to have to made on the
EARP fund, so that some amendments can be drafted. There are only 4 items that we don't agree
on . The first item that was: How far would we be off with the House if we took 78% of what
was used last year out of the Game & Fish budget which would be $117,000 rather than
$185,0007 Is that unrealistic to work with? Rep. Carlson what percentage is logical when you
are regulating and your vet services are sent out to a farm that is not animals that you can hunt?
He didn't want chronic wasting to get into the deer herd, the sportsman don't and other diseases,
so we are willing to pay for that. The level from $63,000 to $100,000 probably can get to an
agreement. Senator Bowman wanted to go into the wildlife services. He ask to know what the
figure of taking the beaver out, Rep, Carlson stated it was $152,000 per yeur, Rep, Carlson
stated that if he was at $500,000 on wildlife services and $100,000 on non traditional game , He

thought he could life with that, Rep. Carlson stated he was comfortable with those two numbers,

—
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Mr. Johnson wanted to correct the license numbers: (#2683) 280 permits, 133 bird license and
127 deer and elk which totals 260 for bird and deer.

Senator Krauter (#2845) When you look at the permits, $500,000 is reasonable, when you fook
at the percentage and that is over 90% then $140,000 out of game and fish for state vet is
reasonable.

Rep. Carlson stated that this is not golng to be resolved today and he had a struggle even finding
a tie to garne and fish, these are for profit, game and fish doesn't buy any pheasants, the
sportsman has to pay $17.00 to go and hunt one of these birds, so where is there any benefit?
Why do we feel that have to pay because it is there responsibility? They don't own the farm, they
don't make the money, their concern is they don't want disease to spread and I understand that
and there is a value to that to put some money in the pot, but to say that they owe it, there is not
benefit for them other than to protect the rest of deer and elk, these are for profit business out
there and they bought a permit and they need to be watched over because of regulations we have
created so they don't spread disease. So all of a sudden it becomes our responsibility because
someone else is doing it for profit. Senator Bowman stated that the wildlife has increased. All
goes through cycles and all of these cycles cause problems, and all are directly related to wildlife.
Rep. Carlson (#3233) Protection to human health, raccoons and skunks is $38,000; Urban
wildlife damage --raccoons, rabbits, and skunks, $15,000; Coyotes and foxes --$159,000. His
concerns are for the for profit, und that another entity should be responsible for keeping this
business clean and healthy and go and get some money when there is not a benefit to that person
involved, that is where he has the problem. He is willing to put a $100,000 sportsman money in it

and say that that a good deal, because we don't want those things to spread. Senator Krauter:

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(#3385) When those so called private business and get a lcense , don't those license go to game
and fish? And don't they have some regulatory fees? That goes to the game & fish. Rep.
Carlson wanted to see those figures, if they are receiving fees. Senator Bowman stated that there
are a couple of things off the table, basically it is game & fish and the EARP fund that we
disagree on, so let's come up with some solutions on the numbers.

POD Background
The Pride of Dakota Program was created in 1985 under then Agriculture Commissioner

Kent Jones. Pride of Dakota began with 19 member companies and has now grown to
over 350 member companies, of which 78 percent are agriculture based or based in small
rural communities. Under the leadership of the North Dakota Department of Agriculture
(NDDA), Pride of Dakota has transformed from essentially a logo promotion program to
a service-provider, assisting companies in improving and expanding domestic and
international markets for North Dakota products,

POD Focuses on Agricultural Producers and Small Businesses

NDDA Marketing Services oversees and administers the programs of Pride of Dakota,
providing the ability to give agricultural producers and small businesses in rural
communities visibility in the domestic and international markets that they may not
otherwise be able to capture without assistance through marketing and educational

programs,

The NDDA Marketing Services staff has strived to educate consumers about the many
products produced or processed in this state, especially those derived from agricultural
commedities. The main tool in raising consumer awareness has been the development
and implementation of the Pride of Dakota program and label.

POD Companies Create Markets Beyond Our Borders

In the beginning years of the program, companies simply joined Pride of Dakota to
become eligible to use the logo. Today, companies are joining to participate in North
NDDA sponsored trade shows, promotions, and educational seminars, In addition, Pride
of Dakota members can apply for monetary aid to attend domestic and international trade
shows through vital NDDA linkages with agencies like the United States Department of
Agriculture (USDA) Foreign Agriculture Service and close working relationships with
cooperator agri-trade groups such as MIATCO (Mid-America Agri-Trade Council).
NDDA is also able to apply for federal dollars to help POD companies and other groups
through access to special USDA programs such as FSMIP (Federal-State Marketing
Improvement Program) which is available only to state departments of agriculture.

The North Dakota Department of Agriculture focuses on the marketing aspects after
businesses are up and running, Programs of the North Dakota Department of Agriculture
and Pride of Dakota focus on extending markets in domestic and international markets.

1) ITD conducted an internal audit and corrected an ITD error in jack charges. ITD
was not correctly billing the department for the proper number of jacks. The
number of jack charges increased from 35 to 51 (increase of 16 jacks),

2) ITD increased jack charges from $19.50 to $28.25 per unit per month between
May 2000 and the current billing time frame (45% increase).

The above two items account for an $18,198 increase to our budget from the
previous biennium as follows:

May 2000 — 35 jacks/$19.50/month/24 months = $16,380 a biennium
Current billing — 51 jacks/$28.25/month/24 months = $34,578 a biennium

The department has also entered into an agreement to use an ITD Norton Enterprise
Antivirus Program adding $960 per biennium ($40/mo).

. The following are additional ITD rate increases that are included in our budget for data
processing;
¢ InMay 2000, ITD desktop support charge was $45.00 per hour. The current
charge is $51.40 per hour (14% increase). This cost is dependent on needs, our
average use is about 1hr/month.

- o ITD charges the department for records management services (whether we use the
service or not) resulting in $2,016 per biennium. ITD increased these charges

from $80 to $84 per month.

In summary, the above explanation accounts for amounts in excess of our $17,085
increase for data processing, Howevet, along with this there have been other efficiencies
used to offset some of the increases in costs we’ve inocurred.

There was also a question regarding an increase in our IT-Telephone costs. However, our
IT plan shows a $25,205 decrease for the 2003-05 biennium.

POD Background
The Pride of Dakota Program was created in 1985 under then Agriculture Commissioner

Kent Jones. Pride of Dakota began with 19 member companies and has now grown to
over 350 member companies, of which 78 percent are agriculture based or based in small
rural communities. Under the leadership of the North Dakota Department of Agriculture
(NDDA), Pride of Dakota has transformed from essentially a logo promotion program to
a service-provider, assisting companies in improving and expanding domestic and
international markets for North Dakota products,

POD Focuses on Agricultural Producers and Small Businesses

NDDA Marketing Services oversees and administers the programs of Pride of Dakota,

TN Data Processing:

The following reasons account for the department’s increase in IT-Data Processing for
the 2003-05 biennium, They are as follows:

1) ITD conducted an internal audit and corrected an ITD error in jack charges. ITD
was not correctly billing the department for the proper number of jacks. The
number of jack charges increased from 35 to 51 (increase of 16 jacks),

2) ITD increased jack charges from $19.50 to $28.25 per unit per month between
May 2000 and the current billing time frame (45% increase).

The above two items account for an $18,198 increase to our budget from the
previous biennium as follows:

T 8 s TVER

May 2000 — 35 jacks/$19.50/month/24 months = $16,380 a biennium
Current billing — 51 jacks/$28.25/month/24 months = $34,578 a biennium

The department has also entered into an agreement to use an ITD Norton Enterprise
Antivirus Program adding $960 per biennium ($40/mo).

. The following are additional ITD rate increases that are included in our budget for data
processing;
¢ InMay 2000, ITD desktop support charge was $45.00 per hour. The current
charge is $51.40 per hour (14% increase). This cost is dependent on needs, our
average use is about 1hr/month.

- o ITD charges the department for records management services (whether we use the
service or not) resulting in $2,016 per biennium. ITD increased these charges

from $80 to $84 per month.

In summary, the above explanation accounts for amounts in excess of our $17,085
increase for data processing, Howevet, along with this there have been other efficiencies
used to offset some of the increases in costs we’ve inocurred.

Telephone:

There was also a question regarding an increase in our IT-Telephone costs. However, our
IT plan shows a $25,205 decrease for the 2003-05 biennium.

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full waste containment systems, water diversions and
waste utilization plans. In addition, the program has
provided 117 dairy producers with technical assis-
tance in nuirient management, project planning,
regulatory explanation and manure containment
advice. Since the program’s inception, $300,000
has been spent. EPA has committed an additional
$981,808 to the program through 2009, (See At-
tachment 4.)

Dairy section personnel carry out all poultry divi-
sion responsibilities. North Dakota currently has 12
licensed commercial egg producers that are in-
spected once a year. All in-state and out-of-state
hatcheries are licensed and bonded.

State Veterinarian

The State Veterinarian’s office was incorporated into
the North Dakota Department of Agriculture in 1995.

Policy for the office is establishied by the eight-mem-
ber North Dakota State Board of Animal Health
(BOAH), appointed by the governor (NDCC 36-
01-01).

Present BOAH members include Nathan Boehm,
Mandan; Jeff Dahl, Gackle; Jody Hauge, Carson;
Francis “Buck” Maher, Menoken; Dr. Dick Roth,
Fargo; Paula Swenson, Walcott; Dr. William Tidball,
Beuach, and Dr, Kenneth Throlson, New Rockford.

Theboard is charged with all matters relating to the
health and welfare of domestic animals and nontra-
ditional livestock, not specifically assigned by stat-
ute to another entity. The board also determines
and employs the most efficient and practical means
for the prevention, suppression, control, and eradi-
cation of dangerous, contagious thseases of domestic
anim-!., and nontraditional livestock. The board
must also prevent the escape and release of ani-
mals injurious to or competitive with agriculture,
horticulture, forestry, wild animals and other nat..~al
resotirces.

The State Board of Animal Health and the North
Dakota Game and Fish Department have a coop-
erative agreement to regulate non-traditional live-

stock. Game and Fish provided $68,000 during the

2001-03 biennium for these activities,

Voluntary disease control programs provide rec-

ognition of and certification for helping producers
eliminate diseases fiom their herds, The board has
recently approved a voluntary Johne’s Disease Herd
Status Program for the state.

Free trade agreements have greatly increased the
movement of animals and animal products, Conse-
quently, the potential for an emerging disease out-
break has increased.

BOAH is developing a Homeland Security Plan to
provide surveillance of and response o foreign ani-
mal disease emergencies, natural disasters or
bioterrorist events. The board has added an assis-
tant veterinarian to assist in this effort, In this bien-
nium, funding was received from several sources,
including a USDA grant to the governor’s office for
value-added agriculture, a Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention grant to the Norti Dakota
Health Department for bioterrorisin preparedness
and a USDA grant for homneland security. It is not
known whether these funds will be continued in the
future. The funding is being used for improving sur-
veillance for disease in the state and purchasing
equipment to improve our readiness if an emergency
should occur,

To date, 21 veterinary practitioners have been
trained to assist in an emergency. A training exer-
cise is scheduled for late next summer.

State Meat Inspection

The 1999 North Dakota Legislature authorized a
State Meat Inspection Program. The U.S. Food
Safety and Inspection Service (FSIS) approved the
program as “‘equal to federal” on Oct. 19, 2000.

Although the laws and regulations of state and fed-
eral programs are very similar, there are many ben-
cfits in operating a state program, State programs
can deal with small businesses more effectively and
efficiently than the large federal system can, Astate
program canoffer more technical support and guid-
ance and handle disputes on a state and local level,
The program also helps small livestock producers
and processors to sell directly to consumers, thereby
capturing more of the consumer dollar,

As part of the cooperative agreement with NDDA,
FSIS provides a 50 percent match for all inspec-
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tion activity expenditures, excluding inspection of
any non-amenable species, such as bisonor elk.

The program is administered by the director of state
meat inspection with a supervisor/compliance of-
ficer located in Bismarck. Four field inspectors visit
the state’s 96 custom-exempt plants at least four
times per year. Each plant is inspected for sanita-
tion of facilities and equipment,

The inspectors also inspect official state establish-
ments. At present, there are 10 official state estab-
lishments with others considering official status. In-
spectors monitor slaughter and/or processing ac-
tivities on a daily or weekly basis.

In addition to inspection duties, the meat inspection
staff offers education and consultation to plant per-
sonnel while reviewing facilities. The supervisor and
director conduct regular oversight reviews to en-
sure consistent inspections throughout the state. (See
Attachment 5.)

Wildlife Services

The Wildlife Services division of United States De-
partment of Agriculture Animal and Plant Health
Inspection Service works in partnership with the
North Dakota Department of Agriculture and the
North Dakota Game and Fish Department to mini-

What if the
pesticide is contaminated or defective because it has been frozen and the user has a crop loss
or a use failure? Who is responsible? One could develop a disclaimer for people to sign, but
these instruments have been proven to be difficult to defend in court.

: Second, since the events of September 11, 2001, we must think more carefully about who gets

* access to pesticides and we must consider who has had access to pesticides and what

tampering couid go on. | am not so much concerned about terrorists getting a hold of

L™ pesticides from PSS, but | am concerned that some copycat mentally ill person could tamper

" with these pesticides and then when the product is used it results in a major crop loss or a
personal injury Issue.

Finally, distributing pesticides from PSS opens up a whole new can of worms in terms of
documenting, verifying, and recording who gets what chemical. Example, a jug of Tordon looks
perfectly good, will PSS have too verify certification credentials before they can distribute this
RUP to a user? Will PSS have to keep records like a commercial dealer does?

All of these matters underscores my concern that we not get into the business of recycling
pesticides.

I have many reservations about cuts in Project Safe Send funding,
We have not eliminated the need for this elimination of out dated or
unusable farm chemicals. The project is wholeheartedly supported by
the Ag. Chemical Manufacturer's as an excellent proactive effort. And
the funding does not affect the general fund.
Every year Project Safe Send takes in products that we can’t afford
to find in state, county or city waste disposal locations. Many of these
products would shut these locations and require super clean-up efforts
and liabilities that could cost millions. We have looked in the past at
developing a super clean-up fund for North Dakota fromi the EARP
Fund. But we realized that there is no fund large enough to take care of
this problem and that stewardship is the best preventative action,
Giving these farmers, users and commercial users and outlet makes
good sense.
The funds for Project Safe Send comes from chemical manufacturer
registration fees for North Dakota use. The entire industry supports this
M*) use and was involved in the start and direction of these efforts. The

CROPLIFE Assn. is in favor of the centinued level of funding and
Project Safe Send. They question why we would want to change
something that has worked from the start and is still needed. There will
always be chemical products that come off label and can’t be used as
well as products that are no longer usable. The system has just
established a credibility level that allows chemical users to turn in bad
products without retaliation or penalties.

| almost 40,000 pounds of rinseate during the year 2000, With the new authority, the Safe Send

I Advisory Committee recommended that we implement and collect a fee for disposal of rinseate

N * equivalent to the per pound disposal cost we pay for the other unusable pesticides. With the

implementation of this fee, the amount of rinseate declined significantly for each of the next two

collections. In a fiscal note for HB1066 completed earlier in this legislative session, we

estimated that we would collect about 5,000 pounds of rinseate in two collections during the

coming biennium and that we would generate $5,000 for the EARP fund due to these charges.

I have attached a copy of a graph comparing rinseate collections to the total amount of unusable
pesticides for the previous four years and projections for the next two years. Ihave also attached
a chart with the exact pounds of such collections for the same time frame.

Noxious Weeds negatively impact our
state’s agricultural land, wildlife resources, recreation, tourism, and water quality. The 2001 ND
‘ND Department of Agriculture Noxious Weeds List Survey shows just over 4 million acres infested
e with Noxious Weeds in North Dakota. Leafy Spurge alone infests nearly 1 million acres,
resulting in an estimated economic impact of $86 million to our state.

The ND Department of Agriculture in conjunction with the NDWCA and lonal Weed Boards
have strived to build cooperation among federal, state, and local land managers to enhance our
fight against common Noxious Weeds such as Leafy Spurge and Canada Thistle, but also to
develop programs that educate land managers and the public to identify new invasive weeds, so
they can be mapped and treated long before they reach the levels of Leafy Spurge in North
Dakota, Through programs such as the New Invasive Cost Share program, administered through
the Dept. of Agriculture, Counties have be able to take a proactive approach to controlling New
Invasive Weeds rather then a reactive method.

The NDWCA would like to encourage you to support this bill and SB 2319, which appropriates
an additional $250,000 for the identification and eradication of Salt Cedar in North Dakota.
Both of these bills bring funding back down to the local level and are vital to the success of local
programs, which are the corner stone in the control of noxious weeds.

As you well know, Saltcedar (ZTamaracx spp.) is a ferocious weed. Saltcedar can negatively

impact tourism, recreation, agriculture, threatened and endangered species, water and soil
- quality, and natural ecosystems. The water use potential of this plant is astounding, 150 to 200
6‘& gallons of water per plant per day and estimates from a similar climate, northeast Wyoming, of 8
million gallons of water used per year for each acre of infested land. This equates to 24.5 acre-
feet per year plus the salinization of the surrounding soil. A single plant can produce Y2 to %
million seeds in one season. It is estimated that to control saltcedar along two rivers, not
including tributaries, in Texas and New Mexico, would cost approximately $8 billion,

{

The ND Department of Agriculture and personnel from the ND Game & Fish Department first
detected Saltcedar in North Dakota in 2001, along the Yellowstone River, Initially it was
thought that Saltcedar hadn’t spread too far into the state. In 2002, wild infestations of Saltcedar
were located along the Little Missouri River, all around Lake Sakakawea, in a wetland north of
Mandan, and in Sargent County. In 2002 many federal, state, and local agencies worked to
survey and eradicate Saltcedar infestations in various locations. Agencies that participated
included: ND Dept. of Agriculture, ND Game & Fish Dept., ND State Land Dept., ND State
Water Commission, ND Parks & Rec. Dept., USDA-APHIS, USDA-Forest Service, US Fish and
Wild Service, Bureau of Land Management, US Army Corps of Engineers, Three Affiliated
Tribes, McKenzie County Grazing Association, along with County weed boards from Williams,
Mountrail, Ward, Dunn, Slope, Golden Valley, Billings, Bowman, Morton, Burleigh and
McKenzie Counties, In all, nearly $120,000 was spent surveying and controlling Saltcedar on
approximately 250 miles of shoreline in 2001 and 2002,
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With the early detection and rapid response to control this weed, we have the opportunity to
. drastically slow the spread and negative impact that Saltcedar will have in North Dakota, The
) lesson we learned from spotted knapweed can be applied here. When spotted knapweed was
= found early, the weed managers in the state realized how important it was to stop the spread as
soon as possible. As of the 2001 field season, it Is estimated that ND only has 1,736 acres
infested with spotted knapweed compared to millions of acres in Montana.
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It is estimated that Saltcedar will double in acreage every 3 — 5 years, With the correct tools.and

early action, we can be successful in stopping the spread of this noxious weed. The major
~ obstacle for completing a statewide survey and eradication program is the availability of funding. '
| The ND Department of Agticulture coordinated an interagency program to work in a coordinated |
effort to begin this task. Many federal, state, and local agencies have joined forces and funding i
to help in this effort. The North Dakota Weed Control Association (NDWCA) is asking for your :
, support of a bill for additional funding of $250,000 to help stop the spread of Saltcedar. These !

They realized the
primary foous on wildlife services was protecting the investment of the state of ND largest

industry, agriculture,

Currently WS has no management plan on predators like coyotes or black birds but responds to
citizen complaints. Much of WS work focuses on individual complaints received from ND
citizens. Their work focuses on animals that are causing damage to people, livestock, crops or
structures. The benefits to adjacent landowners are difficult to measure but profoundly feit by all
producers. The elimination of additional losses to surrounding property owners is another aspect
difficult to value but profoundly felt. WS has in place a highly efficient selection and removal
process of the problem animals that we wish to keep in place,

One of the concerns we have as producers is that if the Senate approved 800,000 figure is not
funded a shift and or change will take place focusing programs away from the state’s largest
economio engine agriculture. During the last session WS received a 100,000 dollar cut which
resulted in a loss of precious aerial- hunting time, a loss of the guard animal program and a loss of
migratory waterfowl damage control critical to pre-harvest grain losses. We beliove that
wildlife services budget should be funded at the level of 800,00 approved with a do pass from the
senate on SB2009. We believe any change in this dollar figure would be an injustice to WS and
could compromise its focus on wildlife mitigation and damage control. We are asking for no new
money to be appropriated. Instead that you consider and follow the wisdom of the Senate and
fund Wildlife Services at the full 800,000 dollar level contained in SB2009. A large portion of
the money in the general fund is dollars created by taxing of the largest economic engine in the

state, agriculture,

It should be noted that Wildlife Services provides an excellent and positive link to a vast number
of landowners, of whom landowners request services. This positive link should not be ignored
but rather exploited by sportsmen to further ensure future willingness of landowners to aliow
sportsmen access to vast acres of hunting paradise.  In tight cconomic times it makes good
sense and good relations to use a small portion of unused dollars to fund an integral part of North
Dakota’s landowner friendly Wildlife Services. In doing so you can strike a balance between a
level of service to the largest economic engine of North Dakota, agriculture, and help to
foster better relations between sportsmen and landowners.

We urge you to enact the reccommendation of the Senate and do pass on SB2009 as it currently
stands, Draw on the wisdomn of past assemblies by recognizing the vital role played by Wildlife
Services and the potential to oreate better landowner sportsmen relations,

USDA Resolves Wildlife
Conflicts in North Dakota

Every day, residents, agencles, industries,
and organizations call on North Dakota
Wildlife Services (WS) for expertise in
protecting agriculture, property, natural
resources, and human health and safety
from damage or threats posed by wildlife.
Managed by professional wildlife biologists,
WS responds with effective, selective and
humane strategies to resolve wildlife
conflicts.

North Dakota is characterized by a diverse
landscape of river valleys, rolling prairle,
and badlands. Vast open spaces occupled
by farms, ranches, and small towns
contrast with expanding urban/suburban
areas. A diversity of wildlife occuples the
land and cities as well, often causing
conflict with thelr human counterparts.

WS assists with the management of wildlife
conflicts that impact livestock producers,
farmers, homeowners, airports, and public
land managers. WS operates a
cooperatively funded program with
Federally allocated USDA funds
supplemented by funding provided by two
state agencles, the North Dakota
Department of Agriculture and the North
Dakota Game and Fish Department, and
other sources such as producer groups,
municipalitias, individuals, etc. who
experience wildlife damage.

In many instances, Wildlife Services
enables others to resolve their wildlife
conflicts by providing technical assistance
which may Include sharing information or
equipment.

However, when resolving these conflicts is
beyond the means of the individual, Wildlife
Services conducts direct assistance
regarding wildlife at the damage site.

Protecting Livestock from Predators—In
2002, Wildlife Services responded to 892
oceurrences of predator conflicts with
livestock. Agency personnel documented
$120,000 in livestock losses to predators
with a control progrm in place. Sclentific
research shows that in the absence of a
livestock protection program, losses can be
two to three times higher.

Protecting Crops—Blackbirds are
responsible for more than $5 millior in
losses annually to sunflower and grain
crops in the upper Great Plains, in 2002,
Wildlife Services identified 6,700 acres of
cattail wetlands as blackbird roost habitat,
These areas were treated with an aquatic
herbicide to rmake them less attractive to
the blackbirds while improving habitat for
waterfowl and other wildlife. Wildiife
Services also assisted with 130 incidents of
wildlife damage to other crops during 2002.

Ducks, geese, raccoons, and other animals
were responsible for $135,000 in damages.

Beaver Damage Management- Wildlife
Services responded to 628 incidents of
beaver damage to trees, roadways, and
crops which resuited In fosses totaling $1.1
million. Certified explosive specialists used
binary explosives to remove 130 beaver
dams in order to restore normal water flow
in streams and creeks.

Human Health and Safety- Wildlife
Services doctimented 120 occurrences of
wlidlife threats to human health. Nearly
75% of the concerns dealt with the threat of
rabies transferring from wildlife to humans
or domestic pests.

Urban Wildlife Conflicts- Each year
Wildlife Services responds to increasing
occurrences of human/wildlife conflicts in
urban areas. These conflicts range from
animals inside homes to damage to trees,
lawns, and gardens. Wildlife typically
responsible for these problems include
bats, beaver, rabbits, raccoons, skunks,
and squlirels. In 2002, Wildlife Services
documented damages totaling $63,000 to
urban homeowners.

Protecting Alr Travelers—Every year,
lives are endangered worldwide and billions
of dollars are wasted when birds and other
wildlife damage aircraft. Experts estimate
that bird strikes with airplanes cost the civil
aviation industry more than $300 million
annually in the United States. Wildlife
Services assisted clvilian airports in
Bismarck, Fargo, Grand Forks, and Minot
with a varlety of potentially hazardous
situations Involving wildlife. Deer, ducks,
geese, and gulls are the specles which
pose the greatest hazards,

Information Transfer—Wildlife Services
continued Its extensive educational
program (technical assistance) to help
North Dakotans with their specific wildlife
conflicts. A total of 1,300 personal

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consultations and 55 instructional sessions
were provided for 4,300 Individuals. In
addition, 3,200 informational leaflets were
distributed to the public. Also, 400 pleces
of equipment, such as live traps and
propane cannons, were loaned free of
charge so that individuals could solve their
specific problems. Wildiife Services
provided instruction on the safe, effective,
and humane use of all equipment which
was loaned.

Remaining Challenges Create
Unmet Needs

Public health and safety is a growing
concern for the North Dakota Wildlife
Services program. The threat of rabies,
West Nile virus, and other diseases
transferring from wiidlife to humans or
domestic animals continues to be an issue.
Wildlife Services will assist human health
agencles and other natural resource
agencles te befter inform the public about
the proper proceduras hecessary to
minimize the hazards associated with
wildlife-borne diseases.
