Chairman Thoreson: Opened the discussion on HB1017. 

Vice Chairman Brandenburg :  There's an amendment that deals with the board of animal 
health which I believe is $199,000.00. There's an amendment to take it out of the game 
and fish budget and move it into the agricultural budget. Also, wildlife services which is the 
$868,000.00; we want to reduce that down to half to $434,400.00. 

Vice Chairman Brandenburg : Are we dealing with the $868,000.00 or the $768,000.00; 
we want to split that number in half. 

Kim Molesworth , Chief of Administrative Services Division, NO Game and Fish 
Department: In our budget we have $768,800.00. 

Vice Chairman Brandenburg: Where does the $100,000.00 from the general fund to 
offset the decrease? Where does the $868,000.00 come from? 

Kim Molesworth : The $868,000.00 was what is in our current 2011-2013 budget; and 
$100,000.00 of the $868,000.00 was funded with general funds. The $768,000.00 was with 
special funds. When we built our 2013-2015 budget, we just put $768,000.00's special 
funds. 

Vice Chairman Brandenburg: So the $768,000.00 is what we need to split in half. 

Kim Molesworth : Correct. 

Vice Chairman Brandenburg : So we'll split that in half; and half will go the agricultural 
department's budget and the other half will go to game and fish. The other thing is a 
warden. 
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Chairman Thoreson: Is it all in one amendment at this time that's been prepared do you 
know? 

Vice Chairman Brandenburg : There's nothing prepared because leg islative counci l is 
going to have to prepare this amendment. 

Chairman Thoreson: What was the reason ing for the decision to move this into the 
agricu ltural department? 

Vice Chairman Brandenburg: I t's a compromise so we don't have this issue anymore. 

Representative Glassheim: What does th is money do and wil l  it accomplish its purposes 
by having $384,000.00 in one department and $384,000.00 in another? 

Vice Chairman Brandenburg: For years we've had these private elk farms;  they're really 
not wildl ife but they're board of animal health and they've had to deal with some of those 
issues with those elk farms.  The question has come up if they're real ly wildl ife or are they 
production agricu lture.  

Kim Molesworth: We feel it's better represented by the general fund than sportsmen's 
dol lars .  

Vice Chairman Brandenburg : With wild l ife services, by splitting i t  in  half, there was some 
federal and state money; but everyone has a connection with the wild l ife services. We felt 
this was the most fair way of doing this. 

Representative Hawken: As I recal l  we end up paying for some things that really aren't 
our choice. 

Terry Steinwand, Di rector, NO Game and Fish Department: It was not in  the governor's 
budget; so it's up to you whether you think we need another warden or not. We have 28 
district wardens and 4 field supervisors ;  I think the last time we had an increase was in 
2007. There has been a steady workload in the last 4 years; particularly in  the west. 
C itations for the western half of the state went from 79 1 in 2008 to 1 ,292 in 201 2 . I ncident 
reports went from 1 ,290 in 2008 to 1 ,752 in 201 2 . We took a warden from the Dickinson 
area and put it up in the Wil l iston area. 

Chairman Thoreson: Based on your testimony you wou ld see this person based in 
western North Dakota? 

Terry Steinwand:  If we get one warden i t  would go to Dickinson area; because that's 
where we took the one that we moved to Will iston . The second priority wou ld be east­
centra l ;  because there's a large gap in the Cooperstown, Find ley and Mayvi l le area. 

Chairman Thoreson: There are how many wardens serving the east-central area right 
now? 

Terry Steinwand: There's eight total .  
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Chairman Thoreson: Are they al l  based in one particu lar area or are they spread 
throughout? 

Terry Steinwand:  They're spread throughout. The municipal ity where we have more than 
one warden is in  Devil's Lake. 

Representative Glassheim: The increased cost of an extra warden just comes from your 
fund which is supported by non-state funds. 

Terry Steinwand : Yes. We don't receive any general fund dol lars; it's sportsmen's dol lars ,  
excise taxes, hunting and fishing equipment. 

Representative Glassheim: Wil l  there be sufficient money to cover that should we get an 
additional warden? 

Terry Steinwand:  Depending on whether H81 1 30 or S8223 1  go through .  We can't use 
our federal aid mon ies, being the excise taxes, for enforcement work.

Chairman Holmberg opened the hearing on HB 1 0 1 7. All committee members were 
present. He stated that Senators Wanzek, Carlisle and O'Connel l  wi l l  be on the 
subcommittee. 

Terry Steinwand,  Director, ND Game and Fish, gave a brief overview and said they are a 
special funded agency and have had tremendous hunting and fishing over the past few 
years .  Our  revenue source goes with our l icensing fees. 

Kim Molesworth , Ch ief of Admin istrative Services, North Dakota Game and Fish, 
Testimony attached # 1 - HB 1 0 1 7 , 20 1 3-20 1 5  Appropriation Request 

(6:55) Chairman Holmberg referred to guns sold and shipped from Cabela's in East Grand 
Forks to Fargo and Grand Forks. He asked if the excise tax from the sales of those guns 
comes to NO or MN . 

Kim Molesworth : The formula is based national ly on the sale of guns,  ammo and archery 
equipment. The state's share is based on 50% land area of the state relative to other 
states and then 50% of the sale of the l icenses. We don't g ive away free l icenses because 
that would reduce the amount of federal money the state wou ld get out of that pot. · The tax 
is on the manufacturer not the citizen.  

V. Chairman Bowman commented on the current situation and people buying guns.  He 
asked how that affects their revenue. 

Kim Molesworth repl ied that they are projecting between a 5 and 8% bump up in  the 
wi ld l ife restoration fund .

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( 1 1 : 09) Senator Carlisle: On chron ic wasting - clean down in 3F2? Yes.  

( 1 2 :49) Senator Wanzek: Fishing license in state up,  but are more people fishing here. 

Kim Molesworth : We have over 400 fishing lakes in ND and there has been a huge 
increase in fishing in ND.  

( 1 4 :30) Senator Robi nson: You mentioned you issued a significantly lower number of deer 
licenses this past year. Will that carry over for the next couple of years? 

Terry Steinwand: It certainly wil l not be 1 00,000 l ike we had a few years ago but based 
on the surveys, the numbers are looking better than last year. 

Senator Erbele: How are we doing with the aquatic nuisance species? I ncreasing 
problem or decreasing.  

Terry Steinwand:  We've taken to educating the public. We have enacted new rules and 
regu lations. We're trying to do i t  as frugally as possible. 

V. Chairman Bowman : In MT they had an inspector look at our boat to see if it was 
washed . Do they do anything l ike that here? 

Terry Steinwand:  That's very expensive but most tournaments demand the boats are 
cleaned and inspected . 

(28 : 1 0) Senator Robinson : asked what's happening with the Hatchery in Val ley City. Are 
they able to provide fingerlings for our dept .? 

Terry Steinwand:  The state Game and Fish Dept. partners with the Fish and Wildlife 
Service. Yes,  Val ley City National Fish Hatchery produces fingerl ings for use across the 
state. 

(34 : 58) Senator Erbele: Payouts for deer depredation :  What's the process for getting any 
payment? Is  there anything simi lar for goose depredation? 

Terry Steinwand:  I n  the last two winters, we have had very l ittle - very few deer 
depredation .  The payments are not the same. We do not pay for deer depredation.  We 
provide material and then $2500 per hay yard . I n  terms of goose depredation we try to do 
the same without the pay. It's an avoidance behavior. 

Senator Erbele: You don't pay for actual crop damage? No 

Senator Erbele: We're looking at the Outdoor Heritage Fund - how would you see yourself 
applying for programs and enhancements if a bill l ike that would move forward . 

Terry Steinwand:  Given the loss of CRP around there. It would be coupled with marg inal 
lands on private lands . That's off the top of my head . 
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(38:25) Senator Wanzek: Waterfal l  hunters numbers? Are there efforts to encourage 
more youth? It's d iscouraging to see decl in ing numbers. 

Kim Molesworth : We have a youth mentoring program. She talked about several 
programs designed for youth , women , and first timers to get them out into the field . 

Senator Carlisle: I think we're number one in the country and we don't even have 1 in  5 
kids hunt ing. At our last Pheasants Forever banquet we had 40 kids and thought we had a 
h uge turnout. 

Kim Molesworth : We do have a handout of potential land acquisitions 
Testimony attached # 2 NDGFD Potential Land Acquisitions as of January 2, 201 3  

V. Chairman Bowman : A lot of the young youth gave up .  The deer population is down 
and no place to hunt. There are more coyotes and mountain lions than before. There are 
a lot of deer that are no longer around. I don't know the reason for it. 

Kim Molesworth :  Probably a combination of several things. 

Terry Steinwand:  We are talking internally about mountain l ions and have a study going 
on. He talked about the increasing coyote popu lation . We're trying to get people out there. 
There are a lot of challenges. 

V. Chairman Bowman spoke about the problems with coyotes and said there is a need to 
get a hand le on it. 

Terry Steinwand:  We are trying to find balance. 

Mike McEnroe, N D Chapter of The Wi ldl ife Society, See attached testimony #3. 

(52:20) Senator Wanzek: He has read articles of concern about loss of CRP. He voiced 
h is opin ion that you just wait and things will cycle around . When corn h its $4 .00 again,  
there may be a time or need to engage those farmers again .  

Mike McEnroe: Our support for l icense fee increases wi l l  put land back into CRP. 

Senator Wanzek: He was surprised the PLOTS program dropped off and wondered if 
there was an explanation for it. 

Terry Steinwand:  Typical ly, we see lower PLOTS numbers right now at th is time of year. 
This might be as low as you're going to see it.

Senator Wanzek opened the subcommittee hearing on H B  1 0 1 7. Senator Carlisle and 
Senator O'Connel l  were present. 

Senator Wa nzek: He asked someone to go over the budget found on the green sheet. 

Kim Molesworth , Chief of Admin istrative Services, North Dakota Game and Fish, went 
over the Executive Budget H ighl ights, with first House changes in bold . She explained #1 , 
provid ing fund ing for department faci l ity repair. 

Senator O'Connell :  When you said boat ramp,  d id you mean one ramp or all boat ramps? 

Kim Molesworth : All boat ramps and facil ities . She continued to explain the green sheets. 
Attachment #1 

Senator O'Connell : Asked Ms. Molesworth to further explain #8 on green sheet. 

Kim Molesworth : It's reducing the general funds share that was g iven to us last time 
($ 1 00,000). This reduces funding provided from the Game and Fish fund to the Wild l ife 
Service program to $768,800. 

Senator Wanzek: The House reduced the Wildl ife funds and basically cut that in half. He 
visited with a Representative to find out what they were doing and found out that they 
added the tonnage fees from Feed Dealers and instead of the fee going to the general fund 
it wi l l  go into the EARP Fund. He just wanted to make sure we're not shorting them and I 
understand we are not. 
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Kim Molesworth : That money is coming from EARP fund and earmarked that reven ue of 
$384,400 be used for Wi ld l ife services and the other half would come from us. Part of that 
was that our fund balance was going so low; we couldn't afford the fu l l  $768,000. 

Senator Wanzek: Are we assuming that the increase fees wil l  be more than enough to 
help bring that back up. 

Kim Molesworth : SB 2231 is the bi l l  sitting on the floor, waiting to be voted on;  with a fee 
i ncrease of over six years it wi l l  bring our fund balance back up to maybe $27M.  Not $30M 
l ike it used to be. 

Senator O'Con nel l :  When your  funds fal l  below $1 5M you have to report to us but you sti l l  
have authority to keep spend ing. Right? 

Kim Molesworth : The way we interpret the law and the way Joe interpreted it for us,  we 
cannot go a penny below $ 1 5M without the budget section's approval .  

Senator Wanzek: What if during the 2014 - 201 5 bienn ium, the federal revenue, which is 
based on taxes based on sales of guns and fishing equipment, doesn't come in as 
expected . 

Kim Molesworth : That isn't scaring us as much as l icense revenue. ( 1  0 :37) She 
commented on the sequestration decreasing federal funds. I don't think they wi l l  decrease 
enough for us to worry about our floor amount as long as we have enough l icense funds. 

Senator Wanzek: How would you conduct business if you don't have enough l icense 
revenue? 

Kim Molesworth : We'd have to prioritize , pay salaries first and stop fund ing some 
programs. She further explained budgets and projections and gave an example. 

Senator Wanzek: Based on the information you handed out ,  does the revenue you are 
projecting include increase fees or is that under the old fee levels .  When do the new 
increase fees start? 

Kim Molesworth : The testimony is the old fees. The fees wi l l  start at the new hunting 
season which starts Apri l 1 ,  2014 .  

Senator O'Connell : Can we put  an emergency clause on this? 

Kim Molesworth : The l icenses have already been mailed to the county aud itors. I n  the 
past, when there has been a fee increase, we usually do that the next season .  

Senator Wanzek: The House removed the $200 ,000 onetime funding for rent a l lowance .  

Senator O'Connell  moved to reinstate what the House removed for rent al lowance for 
employees l iving in areas affected by oi l and gas development. 
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Senator Carl isle seconded the motion.  

Senator Carlisle We have a precedence of doing this in other budgets. 

Voice vote carried. 

Senator Wanzek asked Ms. Molesworth to explain the onetime funding for the expansion 
of the heated storage bui ld ing at the Lonetree Wild l ife Management Area . 

Kim Molesworth explained the equipment and the reason for it being stored and how it is 
funded . 

Senator Wanzek asked about #9 that removes one-time 201 1 - 1 3  biennium general fund 
transfer to the game and fish fund to be provided to the Department of Agriculture for 
expenses of the State Board of An imal Health and Wild l ife Services program. 

Brady Larson :  It has been the practice that the Game and F ish fund provide a portion of 
the funding of the Board of Animal Health. Trad itionally it has been about $200, 000. Last 
b ienn ium the conference committee decided to reimburse Game and Fish from the general 
fund.  

Kim Molesworth :  The resolution now, cuts i t  in half, Game and Fish pay half and the other 
half is paid for by EARP fund . 

Senator Wanzek: We want to make sure we are not short changing the Board of Animal 
Health . 

Kim Molesworth:  They wil l  get the fu l l  $1 00,000 through EARP, just l ike the Wild l ife 
Services. 

Senator O'Connell asked what the oi l and gas development surface damage was for. 

Kim Moleswort h :  She explained. (23: 30) 

Senator Wanzek: Is there a l ist of potential properties that might be acqu i red . U nder what 
authority and what dol lar amount do you have to purchase property. 

Kim Molesworth :  I n  the 201 1 -20 1 3  we had an $800,000 appropriation and we kept i t  the 
same for 20 1 3- 1 5 .  That is using our own placements revenue. It is located in  the Capital 
Asset line in  the budget. 

(26: 00) Discussion followed on the House changes. Senator Wanzek explained the 
red irected funds from tonnage fees. He feels comfortable with the House amendments 
because of the red irecting of these funds. 

Senator Carlisle asked if Brady Larson wou ld automatically do the amendments that they 
had approved . 
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Senator Wanzek: The House added an FTE and he asked for an exclamation. 

Kim Molesworth : I t  is a game warden in the Wil l iston area .

Representative Heilman:  From what I understand it's just for the Fargo Shooting Club;

Representative Todd Porter, District 34, ND Legislative Assembly: The grant l ine item 
is a lready funded at a certain level right now; and that money is used for a l l  sorts of archery 
and shooting facil ities across the state that are either nonprofit community owned or are 
state owned . Game and fish is already involved in that process. What this $300 ,000.00 in  
add itional money into that l ine item would do would be to move the project to al low high 
powered rifles to be fired indoors. The Fargo project was slated for 201 5-201 7; it would 
just move it up to this biennium. That's half of the total of the project. The local club and 
local funds would have to be sought to pick up the other $300,000.00 of what that project 
wi l l  u ltimately cost.

Senator Wanzek: One of them could be selected from this group if that changes in the 
future.

What's happening is there's a 
funding pool being created in  the OMB budget consisting of genera l  fund and other fund 
authority. It's just authority only as other funds. If an agency applies for the pool ,  that other 
funds authority gets transferred to them and they can spend whatever special funds or 
federal funds they have in their own special funds. There's no money being transferred 
from game and fish to this pool in  the OMB budget; it's just an authority thing. 

Senator Wanzek: We're not really transferring or moving the funds; we're just creating this 
authorized pool .  As I understand it, the game and fish wou ld sti l l  be able to come and get 
approval ;  then go to their fund and get the $200 ,000.00. 

Representative Thoreson : Does it come from OMB? 

Joe Morrissette, Fiscal Analyst, NO Office of Management and Budget: I th ink that 
OMB makes the al location;  but, I th ink there is an approval by the budget section.  

Senator Carl isle: They can't take the money out of the $8.5 mi l l ion;  that's general fund 
dollars. They're not a genera l  fund agency. Would they get approval and then tap their 
own fund to pay for it? How's it going to work? 

Brady Larson: The fund is $4 mi l l ion of general funds and $4.5  mi l l ion of other funds. 
What the special fund agencies wou ld do is go to OMB and eventually the commission to 
get authorization to spend the money in their own fund.  Game and fish would go to get 
authorization to spend additional monies out of the game and fish fund .  

Representative Thoreson : Would that be suitable to be able to extend those dol lars for 
this purpose? 

Terry Steinwand, Director, NO Game and Fish Department: Since there is not a d i rect 
transfer to OMB,  that would not be a d iversion of funds. 

Senator Wanzek: Essentia lly what we're doing with the pool is they have to come to get 
approval to spend.  It's not appropriated d i rectly here but al lowing them the opportunity to 
come to get approval to spend their own funds for that purpose. 

Brady Larson: That's correct. 

Representative Glassheim :  Do we need to in some way mark $200 ,000.00 for their 
portion of the funds for extra costs in  the west that they can then get? Does it j ust sit in 
their pool and they can come and ask for $220,000.00 or $240,000.00? Do we have to say 
that they have $200,000.00? 

Senator O'Connel l :  It's not a pool of their money it's a pool of the genera l  fund that hasn't 
been appropriated any place except for the genera l  fund . So it isn't being al located to 
game and fish or anybody else; it's a separate pool al l  by itself. 
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Brady Larson: You're correct that the pool is not designated for any specific agency; so 
any agency can go to OMB and the emergency commission and req uest either a general 
fund transfer of authority or an other funds transfer of authority. 

Chairman Brandenburg:  I th ink there is some confusion and I think we need to go back. 

Representative Thoreson: Do you have any document prepared on showing how this wil l  
flow or work that you're aware of?

The governor shall 
appoint from a list of nominations one member from d ucks u nlimited 
of North Dakota, the North Dakota natural resources trust fund,one 
member from the North Dakota chapter of pheasants forever, and 
two members from the conservation community at large of statewide 
conservation groups.

DEPARTMENT BUDGET 

The Department's overal l  budget increased less than 1 %  from 201 1 - 1 3  to the 
Governor's Executive Recommendation for 201 3-1 5 .  

The department's budget includes funds appropriated for use by other state agencies: 
• $1 22,000 to N D  Parks & Recreation Department 
• $200, 000 to Board of Animal Health , Ag Dept. 
• $768,800 to Wildl ife Services, Ag Dept. 

DIVISIONAL BUDGETS 

Brief detai ls on the budgets for the Department's five d ivisions are presented below: 

1 .  ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES DIVISION - Costs in this d ivision include: 
• Secretarial support for a l l  Divisions 
• Licensing section costs including lotteries 
• Accounting costs 
• Information Technology costs 
• Travel - includes $200,000 for rent al lowance to staff in oi l  impacted areas 
• All Department uti l ity, telephone, office rental ,  janitorial ,  office supply, 

insurance, postage, air craft costs, office mach ine rental ,  and other simi lar 
costs 

• Credit card transaction fees - $330,000 
• Legal  services from Attorney General 's office 
• Costs for the Game and Fish Advisory Board 
• Statewide Cost Allocation payment to OMS - $200 ,000 
• North Dakota Risk Management fund - $22 ,277 
• Bui ld ings, Grounds, Vehicle Maintenance Suppl ies - includes $35 ,000 for 

engine overhau l  for the Scout airplane 
• Costs for the Director, Deputy Director, Admin istrative Services Division ·Ch ief, 

and Data Processing Coord inators. 
• In  Lieu of Tax payments for al l  Department lands - $1 ,000,000 
• Capital Assets l ine - $485,891 for extraord inary repairs to Department faci l ities 

statewide. 
• Grants - $307,000 for cooperative grants to local groups for game and fish 

related projects . 

The department's Grant-Gift-Donation l ine of $800,000 is used as fol lows: 

• Grants and g ifts received for special projects are used as desired by the donor. 
The department has money from an estate for fish ing access work. Also a 
major grant for bighorn sheep work is expected to continue. 
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• Reven ue received for surface damage, easements ,  and reclamation on 
department owned or department managed properties as a resu lt of mineral 
exploration and extraction activities. The department manages Corps of 
Engineers (COE) and department lands along Lake Sakakawea, the Missouri 
R iver and the Kil ldeer Mountain WMA. There is sign ificant oi l  activity on these 
lands. The COE and other appl icable federa l  agencies require that this money 
be spent by the department on these areas that are affected .  This l ine al lows 
the department to receive revenue and turn around and spend the funds on the 
appropriate areas. This funding is often used for road repai rs ,  fencing,  habitat 
development and simi lar work. 

• Royalty payments received for the department's 1 60 acre mineral lease in  the 
Ki l ldeer Mountains WMA. These funds are used to employ one fu l l-time 
temporary biolog ist to assist the sign ificant increase in work load due to oil 
activity on our WMA's. We are also using these funds on a grant to conduct a 
comprehensive assessment of the impact of oi l and gas development on mule 
deer popu lations in  western North Dakota. The study is from 201 2-20 1 5 and the 
department's share is $284 ,373 over a 3 year period . 

The Admin istrative Services Division budget is decreased by the Capital Construction 
Carryover l ine per OMB budget guidel ines. 

2. FISHERIES DIVISION - This program includes fish production and d istribution ,  
fishery research and surveys , fish ing area and boating facil ity development and 
maintenance and a Save Our Lakes program. 

Operating Expenses - the d ivision has experienced sign ificant inflation in material 
costs (e.g .  steel ,  g ravel ,  cement, etc.) 

G rants - Total $3,793,000: 
• $1 ,200,000 for boating access and development. These grants are used for cost 

sharing with local governments on fishing and boating faci l ities . This was 
decreased by approximately $2.4M from 20 1 1 -1 3 .  

• $9 1 4 , 000 in grants is to pay the Department's share of costs for the Garrison 
Dam National Fish Hatchery. This is a $394K increase from 201 1 - 1 3 .  

• $667 ,000 in  grants used for creel surveys and Aquatic Nuisance Species. 
• $1 22,000 is included for boating access related costs to NO Parks and 

Recreation Department for state parks . 
• Misc. other grants. 

Capital Assets l ine - Total of $6 1 0 ,000: 
• $467,980 in extra ordinary repairs for dam repairs ,  hatchery repairs and fishing 

and boating facil ities on Department managed lands. High and low water 
conditions at Devi ls Lake, Lake Sakakawea and the Missouri River have been 
major chal lenges for the boating access program . The Department receives 75% 
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federal funding for most of the work in  this d ivision .  I n  some cases the 25% 
match comes from local partners such as park boards. 

• $ 1 42 ,000 for equipment over $5, 000 - boat motors , trai ler replacement, 
electrofishing boat replacement. 

Save Our Lakes Program - These projects include sed iment dams, shorel ine 
enhancements and bui ld ing of earthen piers, establ ishment of buffer zones , bu i lding of 
rock wei rs ,  bu i lding of wetlands, waste management systems, active hypol imnetic 
pumping systems, passive low water draw downs, fencing projects, alternate water 
sources (wel l) ,  p lanting of trees and grasses in riparian areas, sed iment removal ,  
purchase of equipment for cooperating agencies, g ravel spawning substrates, 
establ ishment of wave breaks and underwater boulder habitats. 

$400,000 is budgeted from the private lands l ine item for this type of work. Dol lars from 
the private lands l ine item can be spent only on private land . A sign ificant portion of our 
watershed work wi l l  be on private land . 

3. ENFORCEMENT DIVISION - This budget supports a staff of thirty-seven law 
enforcement employees. The budget includes operating expenses mainly for State 
Fleet and travel costs. Game wardens are very dependent on vehicles to do their work. 
$2 1 0 ,000 is included for rep lacement boats , snowmobi les and al l-terrain veh icles. One 

new boat for the Missouri River is also included . The d ivision has a replacement cycle 
for equipment. 

Missouri River Enforcement l ine - $280, 902 is budgeted for this special l ine. 
Expend itures include salaries, operating , and equipment related to enforcement 
activities on and along the Missouri River in the Burleigh and Morton county area. 
Grants are also given to local law enforcement agencies to help with the Missouri River 
enforcement. This l ine is funded 50% from federal boat safety funds and 50% from the 
State Water Commission . 

4 .  CONSERVATION AND COMM UNICATION DIVISION - Programs include aquatic 
and hunter education,  nongame wild l ife program, NO Outdoors magazine, NO Outdoors 
weekly television program ,  boating education, web page management, environmental 
review and supplying general information to the publ ic. Also, natural resource related 
reviews and recommendations are provided to private and government entities. 

Grants - Total $ 1 ,942 ,500: 

• $362 , 500 for shooting range grants throughout the state. Federal funding is 
passed on to local groups that provide the matching funds for shooting faci l ities 
for publ ic use and for hunter education.  

• $80, 000 for boat safety grants to counties funded by 50% federal funds.

• $500,000 is included for youth programs, archery in schools and Hooked on 
Fishing.  

• $ 1 ,000,000 is included in  grants for the State Wild l ife Grant Program.  Th is 
federa l ly funded program works primari ly with wildl ife species that are not 
hunted . The match is norma l ly provided by the grant recip ient. 

Ca pital  Assets l i ne - Total of $425,000 in extra ord inary repairs for shooting range 
improvements at Mclean Bottoms, Lewis and Clark WMA and Wilton WMA. 

Nongame Wildl ife l ine - $1 20,000 is budgeted for this special l ine which is supported 
by the income tax check off. 

5 .  WILDLIFE DIVISION - This budget includes private land habitat and deer 
depredation programs, operating costs for Department managed lands, wildl ife surveys 
and investigations, and grants to organ izations on cooperative projects. 

Grants - Total $880 ,000: 
• $680,000 is included for grants with wildl ife groups and organizations on 

cooperative projects and wildl ife research projects cond ucted through 
un iversities. 

• $200,000 to reimburse the State Veterinarian for costs related to oversight of 
farmed wildl ife producers and the admin istration of wildl ife propagation permits . 
The amount is the same as the 201 1 - 1 3  bienn ium;  however for 201 1 - 1 3  this 
amount was funded by genera l  funds. 

Capital  Assets l ine - Total $ 1 , 1 54, 1 70 :  
• $ 1 48, 1 70 for extra ord inary repairs l ike fences , roads, water control structures 

and s im i lar work on department wi ldl ife management areas (WMA) statewide. 
• $206 ,000 for equ ipment over $5,000 - replacement farm equipment, 

snowmobiles, tra i lers ,  mowers and other items. 
• $800,000 is included for land acqu is itions of smal l  tracts near wi ldl ife 

management areas, possibly in-hold ing or round-outs that may come up during 
the b ienn ium.  This amount is the same as the 201 1 - 1 3  b ienn ium.  

Noxious Weed Control l ine - $650,000 is requested for the work on department lands. 
This l ine is increased by $50,000 from the 201 1 - 1 3  bienn ium. 

Wild l ife Services l ine - $768,800 is to support Wildl ife Service's an imal  damage 
control work in the Ag Department. For 201 1 - 1 3  the budget was $868 ,800, the 
add it ional $ 1 00, 000 was from general funds. 

Lonetree l ine - A $1 ,961 ,841  appropriation is requested to operate the Lonetree area . 
The Lonetree area consists of over 30,000 acres of land managed for wild l ife purposes. 
The North Dakota Game and Fish Department manages and provides techn ical 
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services for th is area for the State of North Dakota as laid out in the Garrison D iversion 
Reformu lation Act. The budget for this l ine increased 1 2% from 201 1 - 1 3 . 1 00% of the 
funding for this budget comes from the Bureau of Reclamation . The budget continues 
to include fund ing for 5 staff, operating , equipment, maintenance and development for 
th is area. Capital assets include $1 50,000 for a heated storage bui ld ing. 

Private Land Habitat and Deer Depredation l ine - A $ 1 2 ,751 , 1 03 appropriation is 
req uested to operate this special l ine. This l ine is commonly cal led the Private Land 
In itiative (PLI)  l ine.  This line is not j ust for our PLOTS program, it also includes deer 
depredation and administrative costs for the PLI l ine. The budget increased 
approximately 5 .7% from 201 1 - 1 3. Approximately 35% of this program is funded with 
interest earned on game and fish funds and from habitat stamp sales. Cash from the 
regular game and fish fund along with federal funds is used to fund the other 65%. 

Of the total l ine, the budget for the PLOTS Program is 9.8 mi l l ion of which $8 mi l l ion is 
landowner payments. We had a goal to reach 1 mi l l ion acres of publ ic hunting access 
on private land by the year 2009. We reached that goal two years early in September 
2007, and it has been maintained to date unti l  recently it fel l  below the 1 mi l l ion acres. 
PLOTS acres avai lable for the 201 2-201 3 hunting season was approximately 836,000 
acres. A chart of PLOTS acres by program is attached to this testimony. 

The PLOTS program also includes $500,000 in grants for the Voluntary Publ ic Access 
and Habitat I ncentive Program also known as the Open Fields grant which is used for 
publ ic access payments to landowners .  These are federal funds from the USDA. 

The l ine includes $ 1 , 1 00 ,000 mandated last session by SB2227 to be budgeted to 
provide wildl ife feeding and other winter management practices on lands impacted by 
big game depredation.  A one-time increase of $400,000 to this l ine is included to bring 
the base budget for deer depredation to the mandated $1 . 1  M .

Chairman Thoreson and Members o f  the House Government 
Operations Division of the Appropriations Committee: 

My name is Mike McEnroe and I am representing the North Dakota 
Chapter of The Wildlife Society, a professional organization 
representing over 350 wildlife biologists, land managers, law 
enfo rcement officers, u n iversity professors and researchers in the 
natural resource field. I am here this afternoon to speak in support of 
the North Dakota Game and Fish Department's budget, House Bill 
1 0 1 7. The Chapter also supports robust increases in the level of funding 
and additional FTEs in the Game and Fish Department's appropriation. 

Another bill, HB 1 130, has been introduced that calls for i ncreases in a 

n u m ber of the hunting licenses. We have heard that there will be other 
bills that cal l  for increases in fishing and boating licenses. While these 
bills a re not a part of HB 1 0 1 7, we will strongly support the license 
increases at those hearings. Sportsmen and women across the State at 
the winter Advisory Board meetings have given strong support for the 
Game and Fish Department budget. 

Specifically, we request funding and FTEs for four additional game 
wardens, th ree located in the western portion of the State and one in the 
east. I have attached a recent a rticle from Dakota Country magazine 

that describes the wildlife law enforcement problems in western North 
Dakota; un-authorized camping and garbage and waste disposal on 

Ded i cc ted t o  the w i se use  of  c I I  na t u r e  I resou rces 



Wildlife Management Areas, increased poach ing and vandalism, 
increased public use by an increasing population, and the mis­
representation on purchasing resident hunting and fishing licenses. 

We req uest funding for th ree to five FTEs for the Game and Fish 
Department to handle additional work on oil and gas issues. The State 
Land Board has directed the Game and Fish Department to review and 
p rovide recommendations on all leases for oil development on State 
Trust Lands (School Lands). The Game and Fish Department has 
developed Geographic Information System (GIS) maps for important 

wildlife species in oil country (mule deer, pronghorn, bighorn sheep, elk, 
sage grouse, eagles, and terns and plovers), in order to assist oil 
companies in avoiding and minimizing impacts. The Department has 

developed a set of Recommended Management Practices (RMPs), again 
to assist the oil industry in minimizing and avoiding impacts from oil 
development on private land, which make up 90 percent of the new 
wells. All these efforts are having positive results, and the oil companies 
a re req uesting Department staff for assistance in planning oil 
development. Current staffing plans did not anticipate this oil and gas 
workload. 

We req uest funding additional for the Fisheries Division to work on the 
390 lakes the Department now manages for sport fishing, up from about 
1 80 several years ago. In  addition, the impacts of the 201 1 flood on the 
Missouri River and Lakes Sakakwea and Oahe are j ust being 
determined. The federal government's budget problems th reaten 
funding for the two federal hatcheries in North Dakota. The Game and 
Fish Department bas a unique partnership with the U. S. Fish and 
Wildlife Service and currently covers about half the management costs 
of the two hatcheries. Depending on federal budgets, the Department 
may have to pick up the slack or in a worse case, take over the two 
hatcheries. 

Lastly, the Private Lands Open to Sportsmen (PLOTS) program has 
declined from over 1 . 1  million acres th ree years ago to 836,000 acres 
this past fall. Declining Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) acreages, 
high commod ity prices and cash rents, and a growing agricultu ral 
economy have all contributed to the decline in the acreage and quality 
of the PLOTS tracts. I ncreased fu nding th rough an increase in the 
Habitat stamp should be targeted at increased rental payments for 



landowners en rolling land in this popular and highly successful 
program. 

Lastly, The Department bas a floor/ceiling on the Game and Fish Fund. 
By law the surplus in the fund cannot drop below $ 15 million. By the 
end of the p roposed biennium, that floor will be reached or very close. 
At that time increases in the Department's income stream or cuts to 
programs would have to occur. 

There have been no meaningful increases in b unting and Fishing 
licenses since the 1 980s. The cost for a small game, general h u nting 
license and habitat stamp is currently $ 19 for over fou r  months of 
u pland game b u nting. Most boxes of shotgun shells cost more than that. 
A deer l icense has been $ 20 since 1 983. You cannot buy a box of rifle 
shells for less than $ 20. A fishing license costs $8; that's the cost of a 
scoop of min nows and a gallon of gas. 

The North Dakota Chapter of the Wildlife Society, on behalf of over 
200,000 spo rtsmen and women, strongly requests your su pport of an 
increased budget for the Game and Fish Department.

Wildlife Enforcement in the 
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· "'"' ··· '! c�Up u ntil a few years ago , 
North D akota Game and Fish 
D epartrp.ent game warden Brent 
Schwan, Watford City, recognized 
many of the vehicles whose 
owners were hunting and fishing 
in his dis trict. But lately, not only 
does he not recognize vehicles 
or their owners , he's s pending 
extensive time not watching and 
checking hunters and anglers , but 
on Game and Fish Department 
Wildlife M anagement Areas 
policing the influx of p eople using 

and abusing the state's natural 
resources.  

"It's been as frustrating of 
a spring as I 've ever had , "  he 
admitted ,  "There's been significant 
damage to the WMAs . "  

The us ers and abusers aren't 
hunters and anglers , the user 
group for whom WMAs are 
generally intended, and the 
user group paying for their 
development, enhancement and 
policing, Schwan explained . 

For years , hunters and anglers 
enj oyed free camping on WMAs 

and could stay up to 1 0  days . 
While that's still the case on rna 
WMAs across North D akota, 
s everal in western and west­
central North Dakota now have 
camping restrictions or are clast  
to all overnight camping. 

It's an attempt to reduce a 
burgeoning amount of garbage 
s trewn and dumped throughout 
the WMAs , Schwan said, and 
to crack down on extensive off­
trail abuse of Lake S akakawea 
shoreline and upland s .  People a 
"mudding", Schwan described,  

Western North D akota is large country, and tracking poachers 
with no addresses is an expanding problem for wardens 
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in all-terrain vehicles and large 
pickups with oversized tires . 
In their wake,  they're leaving a 
trashed resource unfit for others 
to enj oy and d estroying wildlife 
habitat. 

Drug u s e  has also increased . 
Southwestern district warden 

supervisor Dan Hoenke , 
D ickinson, s aid WMAs aren't 
alone for increased use and 
abuse . 

"Not just there (WMAs) , but all 
of the public land,"  he describe d .  

Eleven WMAs in William s ,  
M cKenzie a n d  Mountrail counties 
are now closed to camping. Eight 
in M cLean and Mercer counties 
are open for overnight camping 
from Thursday through Monday. 

Lewis and C lark WMA near 
Williston is one of the state's 
few WMAs with an established 
s hooting range, providing free 
public acc e s s  for hunters to sight 
in rifles and shooters to plink 
with pistols and rifles.  Schwan is 
pleased so m any people want to 
use the range . But many aren't 
limiting themselves to paper 
targets with a bulls-eye and rings.  
They're dragging televisions ,  
pieces o f  automobiles and j ust 
about everything in between to 
explode .  When too many people 
are at the range, many simply 
go elsewhere on the WMA, firing 
away at whatever trash they've 
carried with 
them.

biologists and technicians away 
from their real wildlife habitat 
work . 

Trashed Wildlife Management 
Areas aren't the only thing 
happening in North Dakota's 
Oil Patch when it comes to 
wildlife enforcement. The normal 
investigative process is becoming 
taxed because many people lack 
permanent addres ses -- even valid 
driver's licenses or identification. 
Hoenke had one case where a 
person relocated three times 
before H oenke gave up trying to 
interview the suspect. 

"They can literally disappear in 
the crowd , '  he lamented . 

Schwan agreed. He had a 
d eer poaching case in April 20 1 2  
where h e  has a suspect and 
was optimistic he could obtain a 
conviction .  

"But I can't find him (the 
suspect) ,"  he said.  With only a cell 
phone number and no permanent 
address, it's as if Schwan is trying 
to catch the wind, not a person. 

Wardens are finding themselves 
in situations where they have to 
prioritize how much time they can 
spend trying to track people down 
on cases , Hoenke admitted, which 
might be hard for the public to 
understand and accept, especially 
if they take the time and effort to 
report a violation . 

Time is of the essence when 

it comes to catching a wildlife 
violator in ac tio n .  Wardens in 
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the Oil Patch can be delayed in 
getting to a scene, game warden 
Mike Raasakka described, with 
heavy traffic on paved roads and 
state highways and township and 
county gravel roads in pathetic 
travel conditions . 

Raasakka is stationed in 
Stanley, whose local Cenex s tation 
is emblazoned with the words 
"Bakken Central" at its entrance . 
The station,  like many others in 
Raasakka 's district, quit selling 
hunting and fi shing licenses 
becaus e  clerks are too busy. 

Statewide, North Dakota 
is experiencing increasing 
resident and nonresident 
licensing violations, H oenke 
said,  a combination of people 
not buying licenses or not 
understanding North Dakota's 
residency licensing requirements . 
Some p eople mistakenly think 
a resident fishing license from 
their home state is legal in N orth 
Dakota, H o enke said.  Other times ,  
p eople don't remember t o  buy a 
license o r  are willing to simply 
take their chances they won't 
be caught .  Sometimes vendors 
inadvertently give misinformation 
regarding residency requirements . 
H owever, it 's the license buyer's 
responsibility, not a vendor's ,  
Raasakka said.  

The Game and Fish 
D epartment has an educational 
program to help license buyers 
and vendors address residency 
questions .  

In addition, people aren't 
reading N orth Dakota's fi shing 
and hunting regulations,  H oenke 
said , and mistakenly think the 
s tate 's regulations are the same 
as their home state. 

Many p eople coming to work 
in the Oil Patch don't have 
boats, Raasakka described,  so 
small lakes in his district are 
experiencing an influx of users . 
For example,  Raasakka checked 
anglers at tiny White Earth Dam 
one day, a lake that used to b e  
considered busy if a couple o f  
people were casting from shore. 

"There were 25 people there 
that afternoon,"  he said.  

Overall ,  the influx of people 
and activity in the Oil Patch 
extends to an influx of wildlife 
enforcement activity. 

"The more volume of people 
you have , the more problems you 
have , "  Hoenke conclude d .  • 
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Enforcement problems i n  the oil patch 
by Patricia Stockdill 

With 28 field wardens, four field supervisors, two wildlife 
enforcement investigators and one chief warden, North Dakota has one 
of the nation's smallest wildlife enforcement staffs, ND Game and Fish 
chief warden B ob Timian said. 

Despite growing human populations and corresponding growth 
in wildlife-related enforcement issues, western North Dakota doesn't 
top the state when it comes to the number of wildlife violations and 
enforcement issues. 

"Where do we have the most calls? Where the most people live," 
Timian said. "In just the volume of calls and field checks, dividing 
(the state) into regions, the southeast (Fargo, Bismarck and their 
surrounding areas) has the largest number of cases," he said. 

However, based on 2008 through 20 l l  tracking of the number 
wildlife-related incidents and activities or calls involving a warden's 
response, "We have seen some slight trending up in certain cases 
(in western North D akota) ," Timian added. "As the population size 
increases, calls for service for wardens and violations will increase." 

The big unknown is if increased warden demands translate into 
increased numbers of wardens in western North Dakota. Perhaps a 
bigger question, "Do we need more staff in the field?" Timian said, " is 
how do we get them out there, how do we get them to stay?" 

Like many western businesses and government agencies, employees 
are leaving j obs for more lucrative employment in the Oil Patch. 
However, employers face more than the question of finding staff. The 
staff they find must have a place to live and wages competitive enough 
to handle increased living costs. 

"We're not unique. Every state agency has been hit," Timian said. • 
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Moose p oaching among expansion problems in western, ND 
by Patricia Stockdill 

Once again, North Dakota's moose seem to be an easy target for poachers. 
North D akota Game and Fish Department game wardens Jim Burud and Alan Howard cracked a 

November 2 0 1 1  moose-poaching case near Plaza. While moose still garner the attention of the state \ 
resident poachers , Burud said their novelty seems to lend them as easy targets for people moving into 
North D akota from areas where moose don't exist . 

Dusty Clem, whose last known address was Plaza, is charged with five counts in the moose­
poaching incident .  Mountrail County State's Attorney Wade Enget said charges include three Class 
A misdemeanors:  Illegal taking of a big game animal (moose) , illegal possession of a big game animal, 
(white-tailed deer) and illegally transporting a big game animal (moose) . In addition, Clem faces two 
Class B misdemeanors , illegal hunting of a big game animal out-of-season and concealment of a big 
game animal. Both charges involve the poached moose . 

Clem is awaiting his initial court appearance where he will enter a plea. 
A second suspect, William Gilpin, whose last known address was Makoti, was charged April 2 4 ,  

20 1 2  with six counts . Four relate to the moose incident: Hunting without resident big game license,  
illegal taking of big game animal, aiding in concealing big game and illegally transporting a big game 
animal . Two charges relate to the deer incident -- failure to tag big game and hunting in wrong unit . 

While b ig game poaching tends to generate negative reactions among the public, Enget said 
people often are especially angry when cases involve moose.  People enj oy seeing moose, he said . 
Even though they're becoming more commonplace across North Dakota's prairie, their presence s till 
generates interest among people as they talk about where they've been observed or if they're still in a 
particular area, he added. 

Burud agreed that most of his poaching cases involve deer, yet as moose numbers increase the 
number of moose poaching cases tends to increase,  as well. The public helped with the moose 
incident by reporting it through the RAP (Report All Poachers) system, a simple, no-names-asked 
telephone number, ( 800) 472-2 1 2 1 .  •

DEPARTMENT BUDGET 

The Department's overal l  budget increased less than 1 %  from 201 1 -1 3  to the 
Governor's Executive Budget Recommendation for 201 3-1 5. 

The House created a new l ine item titled Accrued Leave Payments in  the amount of 
$81 6 ,366, by decreasing salaries in  our Salaries and Wages l ine, Land Habitat and 
Deer Depredation l ine, M issouri River Enforcement l ine, and Lonetree Reservoi r  l ine, 
to be used for paying annual leave and sick leave for el ig ible employees . This amount 
is sign ificantly overstated for the department. We request the ful l  amount be reinstated 
to the appropriate l ines. 

DIVISIONAL BUDGETS 

Brief detai ls on the budgets for the Department's five d ivisions are presented below: 

1 .  ADM I N ISTRATIVE SERVICES DIVISION - Costs in  this d ivision include: 
• Secretarial support for al l  D ivisions 
• Licensing section costs including lotteries 
• Accounting costs 
• I nformation Technology costs 
• Travel 
• Al l Department uti l ity, telephone, office rental ,  janitoria l ,  office supply, 

insurance, postage, a i r  craft costs, office mach ine rental ,  and other sim i lar 
costs 

• Credit card transaction fees - $330,000 
• Legal services from Attorney General's office 
• Costs for the Game and Fish Advisory Board 
• Statewide Cost Allocation payment to OMB - $200,000 
• North Dakota Risk Management fund - $22 ,277 
• Build ings, Grounds, Vehicle Maintenance Suppl ies - includes $35,000 for 

engine overhaul  for the Scout a irplane 
• Costs for the Director, Deputy Director, Admin istrative Services Division Chief, 

and Data Processing Coord inators. 
• In  Lieu of Tax payments for al l  Department lands - $1 ,000,000 
• Capital Assets l ine - $485,891 for extraordinary repai rs to Department facilities 

statewide. 
• G rants - $307 ,000 for cooperative grants to local groups for game and fish 

related projects. 

Rent Allowance - Our operating budget included $200,000 for rent al lowance for staff 
i n  oi l  impacted areas. The House removed this amount from our budget. Our  Rent 
Allowance pol icy mirrors the Dept. of Transportation's pol icy. We have an existing 
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employee who has been in the same apartment for years and h is rent went up to 
$2,000 per month in Sept. 20 1 2 . We are paying h im a monthly rent al lowance. Also, in 
the 20 1 1 - 1 3  biennium we've had turnover of 5 positions in  the Wil l iston office (2 
biolog ists, 2 wardens, 1 admin .  assistant) . The new staff fi l l ing these positions can't 
find affordable housing . They are currently l iving in  park model trai lers at our  office 
parking lot. These trai lers are meant for summer temporary help and not for fu l l  time 
FTE. We have these staff on the l ist for apartments being bui lt by the Wil l iston Col lege 
Foundation and a staff rent al lowance wi l l  be necessary. We are requesting the 
$200 ,000 for rent al lowance be reinstated in our budget. 

The department's Grant-Gift-Donation l ine of $800,000 is used as follows: 

• Grants and g ifts received for special projects are used as desired by the donor. 
The department has money from an estate for fish ing access work. Also a grant 
for bighorn sheep work is expected to continue. 

• Revenue received for surface damage, easements ,  and reclamation on 
department owned or department managed properties as a resu lt of minera l  
exploration and extraction activities. The department manages Corps of 
Engineers (COE) and department lands along Lake Sakakawea and the 
Missouri River. Also the Kil ldeer Mountain WMA was purchased with U . S. Fish 
and Wildl ife Service (USFWS) federal funds. There is sign ificant oil activity on 
these lands. The COE and USFWS require that this money be spent by the 
department on these specific areas that are affected. This l ine al lows the 
department to receive revenue and turn around and spend the funds on the 
requ i red areas. This fund ing is often used for road repairs ,  fencing,  habitat 
development and simi lar  work. 

• Royalty payments received for the department's 1 60 acre mineral lease in the 
Ki l ldeer Mountains WMA. These funds are used to employ one fu l l-time 
temporary biologist to assist the sign ificant increase in work load due to oi l  
activity on our WMA's.  We are also using these funds on a g rant to conduct a 
comprehensive assessment of the impact of oi l  and gas development on mu le 
deer populations in  western North Dakota . The study is from 201 2-20 1 5  and the 
department's share is $284,373 over a 4 year period . 

The Adm inistrative Services D ivision budget is decreased by the Capital Construction 
Carryover l ine per OMS budget gu idelines. 

2. FISHERIES DIVISION - This program includes fish production and d istribution , 
fishery research and surveys , fishing area and boating facil ity development and 
maintenance and a Save Our Lakes program. Today, there are over 400 fishing water 
bod ies in North Dakota compared to 1 68 in 1 988. 
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Operating Expenses - the d ivision has experienced sign ificant inflation in material 
costs (e.g .  steel ,  gravel ,  cement, etc.) 

G rants - Total $3 ,793,000: 
• $ 1 ,200,000 for boating access and development. These grants are used for cost 

sharing with local governments on fish ing and boating facil ities . This was 
decreased by approximately $2.4M from 201 1 -1 3 . 

• $9 1 4,000 in g rants is to pay the Department's share of costs for the Garrison 
Dam National Fish Hatchery. This is a $394K increase from 201 1 - 1 3. 

• $667,000 in grants used for creel surveys and Aquatic N uisance Species. 
• $ 1 22 ,000 is included for boating access related costs to NO Parks and 

Recreation Department for state parks. 
• Misc. other grants . 

Capita l  Assets l ine - Total of $6 1 0 ,000: 
• $467, 980 in extra ord inary repairs for dam repairs ,  hatchery repairs and fishing 

and boating faci l ities on Department managed lands. High and low water 
cond itions at Devi ls Lake, Lake Sakakawea and the Missouri River have been 
major challenges for the boating access program .  The Department receives 75% 
federal funding for most of the work in this d ivision .  In some cases the 25% 
match comes from local partners such as park boards. 

• $ 1 42 ,000 for equ ipment over $5 ,000 - boat motors , trai ler replacement, 
electrofishing boat replacement. 

Save Our Lakes Program - These projects include sed iment dams, shorel ine 
enhancements and bu i lding of earthen piers, establishment of buffer zones, bui lding of 
rock weirs ,  bu i ld ing of wetlands, waste management systems, active hypol imnetic 
pumping systems, passive low water draw downs, fencing projects, alternate water 
sources (well) ,  planting of trees and grasses in riparian areas, sed iment removal ,  
purchase of equipment for cooperating agencies, gravel spawning substrates, 
establ ishment of wave breaks and underwater boulder habitats . 

$400,000 is budgeted from the private lands l ine item for this type of work. Dollars from 
the private lands l ine item can be spent only on private land .  A significant portion of our 
watershed work wil l  be on private land . 

3 .  EN FORCEMENT DIVISION - This budget supports a staff of thirty-seven law 
enforcement employees. The House adjustment increased one game warden FTE.  
The majority of the operating budget is  for State Fleet and travel costs. Game wardens 
are very dependent on vehicles to do their work. $2 1 0 ,000 is included for replacement 
boats , snowmobi les and al l-terrain vehicles. One new boat for the Missouri River is also 
included . The d ivision has a rep lacement cycle for equipment. 
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M issouri River Enforcement l ine - $280,902 is budgeted for this special  l ine. 
Expend itures include salaries, operating , and equipment related to enforcement 
activities on and along the Missouri River in  the Burleigh and Morton county area . 
Grants are a lso g iven to local law enforcement agencies to help with the Missouri River 
enforcement. This l ine is funded 50% from federal boat safety funds and 50% from the 
State Water Commission. 

4 .  CONSERVATION AND COMMUNICATION DIVISION - Programs include aquatic 
and hunter education,  nongame wi ldl ife program, NO Outdoors magazine, NO Outdoors 
weekly television program ,  boating education,  web page management, environmental 
review and supplying general information to the public. Also, natura l  resource related 
reviews and recommendations are provided to private and government entities. 

G rants - Total $ 1 ,942,500: 

• $362 , 500 for shooting range grants throughout the state . Federal funding is 
passed on to local groups that provide the matching funds for shooting faci l ities 
for public use and for hunter education. 

• $80,000 for boat safety grants to counties funded by 50% federal funds. 
• $500, 000 is included for youth programs, archery in schools and Hooked on 

Fishing . 
• $ 1 ,000,000 is included in grants for the State Wildl ife Grant Program .  This 

federal ly funded program works primarily with wi ldl ife species that are not 
hunted .  The match is normal ly provided by the grant recipient. 

Capital Assets l ine - Total of $425,000 in extra ordinary repairs for shooting range 
improvements at Mclean Bottoms, Lewis and Clark WMA and Wilton WMA. 

Nongame Wildl ife l ine - $1 20,000 is budgeted for this special l ine wh ich is supported 
by the income tax check off. 

5.  WILDLIFE DIVISION - This budget includes private land habitat and deer 
depredation programs, operating costs for Department managed lands, wild l ife surveys 
and investigations, and grants to organ izations on cooperative projects . 

G rants - Total $780 ,000: 
• $680,000 is included for grants with wildl ife groups and organ izations on 

cooperative projects and wi ld l ife research projects conducted through 
un iversities. 

• $ 1 00,000, per House adjustment, to reimburse the State Veterinarian for costs 
related to oversight of farmed wildl ife producers and the administration of wildl ife 
propagation permits . 
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Capital Assets l ine - Total $ 1 , 1 54, 1 70: 
• $ 1 48, 1 70 for extra ordinary repairs l ike fences , roads, water control structures 

and simi lar work on department wi ld l ife management areas (WMA) statewide. 
• $206,000 for equipment over $5,000 - replacement farm equipment, 

snowmobiles, trai lers ,  mowers and other items. 
• $800,000 is included for land acqu isitions of small  tracts near wi ldl ife 

management areas, possib ly in-holding or round-outs that may come up during 
the bienn ium.  This amount is the same as the 201 1 - 1 3  bienn ium.  

Noxious Weed Control l ine - $650 ,000 is requested for the work on department lands. 
This l ine is increased by $50,000 from the 201 1 - 1 3  bienn ium.  

Wildl ife Services l ine - $384 ,400, per House adjustment, is used to support Wildl ife 
Service's animal damage control work in the Ag Department. 

Lonetree l ine - A $ 1 ,96 1 ,84 1  appropriation is req uested to operate the Lonetree area. 
The Lonetree area consists of over 30,000 acres of land managed for wild l ife purposes. 
The North Dakota Game and Fish Department manages and provides technical 
services for this area for the State of North Dakota as laid out in the Garrison Diversion 
Reformu lation Act. The budget for this l ine increased 1 2% from 201 1 -1 3.  1 00% of the 
fund ing for this budget comes from the Bureau of Reclamation . The budget continues to 
include funding for 5 staff, operating, equipment, maintenance and development for this 
area. Capital assets include $1 50, 000 for a heated storage bui ld ing.  

Private Land Habitat and Deer Depredation l ine - A $1 2,751 , 1 03 appropriation is 
requested to operate th is special l ine. This l ine is commonly called the Private Land 
I n itiative (PLI) l ine. This l ine is not just for our PLOTS program, it also includes deer 
depredation and administrative costs for the PLI l ine.  The budget increased 
approximately 5 .7% from 201 1 -1 3 .  Approximately 35% of th is program is funded with 
interest earned on game and fish funds and from habitat stamp sales. Cash from the 
regu lar game and fish fund along with federal funds is used to fund the other 65%. 

Of the total l ine, the budget for the PLOTS Program is 9.8 mi l l ion of which $8 mi l l ion is 
landowner payments. We had a goal to reach 1 mi l l ion acres of publ ic hunting access 
on private land by the year 2009. We reached that goal two years early in September 
2007, and it has been maintained to date until recently it fel l  below the 1 mi l l ion acres. 
PLOTS acres avai lable for the 201 2-20 1 3  hunting season was approximately 836,000 
acres. A chart of PLOTS acres by program is attached to this testimony. 

The PLOTS program also includes $500,000 in grants for the Voluntary Publ ic Access 
and Habitat I ncentive Program also known as the Open Fields grant which is used for 
publ ic access payments to landowners. These are federal funds from the USDA. 

The line includes $ 1 , 1 00,000 mandated last session by SB2227 to be budgeted to 
provide wildl ife feed ing and other winter management practices on lands impacted by 
big game depredation .  A one-time increase of $400,000 to this l ine is included to bring 
the base budget for deer depredation to the mandated $1 . 1  M .

Chairman Holm berg a n d  Members of the Senate Appropriations 
Com mittee: 

My name is Mike McEnroe and I am representing the North Dakota 
Chapter of The Wildlife Society, a professional organization 
representing over 350 wildlife biologists, land managers, law 

enfo rcement officers, u niversity professors and researchers in the 

natu ra l  resource field. I am here this afternoon to speak in support of 
the North Dakota Game and Fish Department's budget, House Bill  

1 0 1 7. The Chapter also requests robust increases in the level of funding 
and additional FTEs in the Game and Fish Department's appropriation. 

Two other bills, HB 1 130 and SB 223 1 ,  have been introd uced and passed 
that call for increases in a n u m ber of the hunting license fees. While 

these bills are not a part of HB 1 0 1 7, we will strongly supported the fee 
increases at those hearings. Sportsmen and women across the State at 

the winter Advisory Board meetings have given strong support for the 
Game and Fish Department budget, not just to build the reserve fund 
but to implement on the ground conservation programs. 

Specifical ly, we request funding and FTEs for fou r  additional game 

wardens, th ree located in the western portion of the State and one in the 

east. House Appropriations has already added one warden position. In 
support of our request I have attached a sheet showing the statistics on 
wildlife enforce cases in the western half of the State. An attached 

recent article from Dakota Country magazine describes wildl ife law 

Ded i ca ted to t he w i se  use of a l l  na t u r a l resou rces  



enforcement problems i n  western North Dakota; un-authorized 
camping and garbage and waste d isposal on Wildlife Management 
Areas, increased poaching and vandalism, increased publ ic use by an 
increasing population, and the mis-representation on purchasing 
resident hunting and fishing licenses. 

We request funding for three FTEs for the Game and Fish Department 
to handle additional work on oil and gas issues. The State Land Board 
has d irected the Game and Fish Department to review and p rovide 

recom mendations on all leases for oil development on State Trust Lands 
(School Lands). The Game and Fish Department has developed 
Geographic Information System (GIS) maps for important wildlife 
species in oil country (mule deer, pronghorn, bighorn sheep, elk, sage 
grouse, eagles, and terns and plovers), in order to assist oil companies in 
avoiding a nd minimizing impacts. The Department has developed a set 
of Recommended Management Practices (RMPs ), again to assist the oil 

industry i n  minimizing and avoiding impacts from oil development on 
private land, which make up 90 percent of the new wells. All these 

efforts are having positive results, and the oil companies a re requesting 
Department staff for assistance in planning oil development. Current 
staffing plans did not anticipate this oil a nd gas workload. 

We request funding additional for the Fisheries Division to work on the 

390 lakes the Department now manages for sport fishing, up from a bout 
1 80 several years ago. In addition, the impacts of the 201 1 flood on the 
M issou ri River and Lakes Sakakwea and Oahe a re j ust being 
determined. The federal government's budget problems threaten 
funding for the two federal hatcheries in North Dakota. The Game and 
Fish Department has a unique partnership with the U. S. Fish and 

Wildlife Service and currently covers about half the management costs 
of the two hatcheries. Depending on federal budgets, the Department 
may have to pick up the slack or in a worse case, take over the two 
hatcheries. 

Lastly, the Private Lands Open to Sportsmen (PLOTS) program has 
declined from over 1 . 1  million acres th ree years ago to 836,000 acres 

this past fall. Declining Conservation Reserve P rogram (CRP) acreages, 
high commodity prices and cash rents, and a growing agricultu ral 
economy have all contributed to the decline in the acreage and quality 
of the P LOTS tracts. Increased funding through an increase in the 



Habitat stamp i n  the license fee bills ( 1 130 and 223 1 )  should be targeted 
at increased rental payments for landowners enrolling land in this 
popular and highly successful  program. 

There have been no meaningful across-the-board increases in hunting 
and fishing licenses since the 1 980s. The cost for a small game, general 
h unting license and habitat stamp is currently $ 19 for over fou r  months 

of u pland game h unting. Most boxes of shotgun shells cost more than 
that. A deer license has been $ 20 since 1983. You cannot buy a box of 
rifle shells for less than $ 20. A fishing license costs $8; that's the cost of 
a scoop of minnows and a gallon of gas. 

The North Dakota Chapter of the Wildlife Society, on behalf of over 
200,000 sportsmen and women, strongly requests you r support of an 
increased budget for the Game and Fish Department.

Schwan, Watford City, recognized 
many of the vehicles whose 
owners were hunting and fishing 
in his district. But lately, not only 
does he n ot recognize vehicles 
or their owners , he's spending 
extensive time not watching and 
checking hunters and anglers , but 
on Game ar1d Fish Department 
Wild life M anagement Areas 
poli cing the influx of people u sing 

and abusing the state's natural 
resources. 

"It's been as frustrating of 
a spring as I 've ever had , "  he 
admitted, "There's been significant 
damage to the WMAs . "  

The u sers ar1d abusers aren 't 
hunters and ar1glers , the user 
group for whom WMAs are 
generally intended, and the 
user group paying for their 
development, enhancement and 
policing, Schwan explained . 

For years, hunters and anglers 
enj oyed free camping on WMAs 

and could stay up to 1 0  days. 
While that's s till the case on m ail) 
WMAs across North D akota, 
s everal in western and west­
central North Dakota now have 
camping restrictions or are closed 
to all overnight camping. 

It's ail attempt to reduce a 
burgeoning amount of garbage 
strewn ar1d dumped throughout 
the WMAs, Schwan s aid, and 
to crack down on extensive off­
trail abuse of Lake Sakakawea 
shoreline and uplands.  People are 
"mudding", Schwan described, 

Western North Dakota is large country and tracking poachers 
with no addresses is an expanding problem for wardens 
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in all- terrain vehicles and large 
pickups with oversized tires . 
In their wake, they 're leaving a 
trashed res ource unfit for others 
to enjoy and d estroying wildlife 
habitat. 

Drug use has also increased.  
Southwestern district warden 

supervisor Dan Hoenke, 
Dickinson, said WMAs aren't 
alone for increased use and 
abuse.  

"Not just there (WMAs) , but all 
of the public land," he described.  

Eleven WMAs i n  Williams,  
M cKenzie and Mountrail counties 
are now closed to camping. Eight 
in M cLean and Mercer counties 
are open for overnight camping 
from Thursday through Monday. 

Lewis and Clark WMA near 
Williston is one of the state 's 
few WMAs with an established 
s hooting range, providing free 
public access for hunters to sight 
in rifles and shooters to plink 
with p istols and rifles.  Schwan is 
pleased so many p eople want to 
use the range. But many aren't 
limiting themselves to paper 
targets with a bulls-eye and rings. 
They're dragging televisions, 
pieces of automobiles and just 
about everything i n  between to 
explode.  When too many people 
are at the range, many simply 
go elsewhere on the WMA, firing 
away at whatever trash they've 
carried with 
them.

Trashed Wildlife Management 
Areas aren't the only thing 
happening in North Dakota's 
Oil Patch when it comes to 
wild life enforcem ent. The normal 
inves tigative process is becoming 
taxed because m any people lack 
permanent addresses -- even valid 
driver's licenses or identification . 
H oenke had one case where a 
person relocated three times 
before Hoenke gave up trying to 
interview the suspect. 

"They can literally disappear in 
the crowd , '  he lamented. 

Schwan agree d .  He had a 
deer poaching case in April 20 1 2  
where he has a suspect and 
was optimistic he could obtain a 
conviction. 

"But I can't find him (the 
suspect) , "  he sai d .  With only a cell 
p hone number and no permanent 
address,  it's as if S chwan is trying 
to catch the win d ,  not a person. 

Wardens are finding themselves 
in situations where they have to 
prioritize how much time they can 
spend trying to track people down 
on cases , Hoenke admitted, which 
might be hard for the public to 
understand and accept, especially 
if they take the time and effort to 
report a violation . 

Time is of the e ssence when 

it comes to catching a wildl ife 
violator in action.  Wardens in 
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range itself, 
S chwan 
said.  The 
task of 
policing and 
cleaning up 
WMAs falls 
to Game 
and Fish 
s taff, he 
des cribed, 
which takes 
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the Oil Patch can be delayed in 
getting to a scene, game warden 
Mike Raasakka described, with 
heavy traffic on paved roads and 
state highways and township and 
county gravel roads in pathetic 
travel conditions. 

Raasakka is stationed in 
Stanley, whose local Cenex s tation 
is emblazoned with the words 
"Bakken Central" at its entrance.  
The station, like many others in 
Raasakka's district, quit selling 
hunting and fishing licenses 
because clerks are too busy. 

Statewide, North Dakota 
is experiencing increasing 
resident and n onresident 
licensing violations, Hoenke 
said,  a combination of people 
not buyin g  licenses or not 
understanding North Dakota's 
residency licensing requirements . 
Some people mistakenly think 
a resident fishing license from 
their home s tate is legal in North 
D akota, H oenke said. Other tim e s ,  
people don't remember t o  buy a 
license or are willing to simply 
take their chances they won't 
be caught. Sometimes vendors 
inadvertently give misinformation 
regarding residency requirements.  
H owever, it's the license buyer's 
responsibility, not a vendor's ,  
Raasakka said.  

The Game and Fish 
Department has an educational 
program to help license buyers 
and vendors address residency 
questions .  

In addition, people aren 't 
reading North Dakota's fishing 
and hunting regulations,  Hoenke 
said, and mistakenly think the 
state's regulations are the same 
as their home s tate.  

Many p eople coming to work 
in the Oil Patch don't have 
boats , Raasakka described, s o  
s mall lakes i n  h � s  district are 
experiencing an influx of users . 
For example, Raasakka checked 
anglers at tiny White Earth D am 
one day, a lake that used to b e  
considered busy if  a couple of 
people were cas ting from s hore. 

"There were 25 people there 
that afternoon," he said. 

Overall, the influx of people 
and activity in the Oil Patch 
extends to an influx of wildlife 
enforcement activity. 

"The more volume of people 
you have, the more problems you 
have , "  H oenke concluded . • 
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Enforcement problems in the oil patch

With 28 field wardens, four field supervisors, two wilcUife 
enforcement investigators and one chief warden, North Dakota has one 
of the nation's smallest wilcUife enforcement staffs, ND Game and Fish 
chief warden Bob Ti!llian said. 

Despite growing human populations and corresponding growth 
in wilcUife-related enforcement issues, western North Dakota doesn't 
top the state when it comes to the number of  wildlife violations and 
enforcement issues. 

"Where do we have the most calls? Where the most people live," 
Tirnian said. "In just the volume of calls and field checks, dividing 
(the state) into regions, the southeast (Fargo, Bismarck and their 
surrounding areas) has the largest number of cases," he said. 

However, based on 2008 through 20 1 1  tracking of the number 
wilcUife-related incidents and activities or calls involving a warden's 
response, "We have seen some slight trending up in certain cases 
(in western North Dakota) ," Tirnian added. ''As the population size 
increases, calls for service for wardens and violations will increase." 

The big unkno\>vn is if increased warden demands translate into 
increased numbers of wardens in western North Dakota. Perhaps a 
bigger question, "Do we need more staff in the field?" Ti!llian said, "is 
how do we get them out there, how do we get them to stay?" 

Like many western businesses and government agencies, employees 
are leaving jobs for more lucrative employment in the Oil Patch. 
However, employers face more than the question of finding staff. The 
staff they find must have a place to live and wages competitive enough 
to hancUe increased living costs. 

"We're not unique. Every state agency has been hit," Tirnian said. • 
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M o o s e  p o aching among expansion problems in western , ND

Once again, North Dakota's moose seem to be an easy target for poachers . 
North D akota Game and Fish D epartment game wardens Jim Burud and Alan Howard cracked a 

November 20 1 1  moose-poaching case near Plaza. While moose still garner the attention of the state'� 
resident poachers, Burud s aid their novelty seems to lend them as easy targets for people moving intl 
North D akota from areas where moose don't exist.  

Dusty Clem, whose last known address was Plaza, _ is charged with five counts in the moo se­
poac hing incident. Mountrail County State's Attorney Wade Enget said charges include three Class 
A misdemeanors : Illegal taking of a big game animal (moose) , illegal possession of a big game animal, 
(white-tailed deer) and illegally transporting a big game animal (moose) . In addition, Clem faces two 
Class B misdemeanors, illegal hunting of a big game animal out-of-season and concealment of a big 
game animal . Both charges involve the poached moose.  

Clem is awaiting his initial court appearance where he will enter a plea. 
A second suspect, William Gilpin, whose last known address was M akoti, was charged April 24, 

2 0 1 2  with six counts . Four relate to the moose incident: Hunting without resident big game license, 
illegal taking of big game animal, aiding in concealing big game and illegally transporting a big game 
animal . Two charges relate to the deer incident -- failure to tag big game and hunting in wrong unit. 

While big game poaching tends to generate negative reactions among the public, Enget said 
people o ften are especially angry when cases involve moose. People enj oy seeing moose, he said . 
Even though they're becoming more commonplace across North Dakota's prairie, their presence still 
generates interest among people as they talk about where they've b een observed or if they're still in a 
particular area, he added. 

Burud agreed that most of his poaching cases involve deer, yet as moose numbers increase the 
number o f  moose poaching c ases tends to increase,  as well .  The public helped with the moose 
incident by repo rting it through the RAP (Report All Poachers) system, a simple, no-names-asked 
telephone number, ( 800) 472-2 1 2 1 .  •
