Typically, there is language which excludes 
officers and directors of publicly traded companies because the S E C  vets such individuals 
pursuant to S E C  Regulation S K. They would propose adding, "except that nothing in this 
section shall require fingerprints from officers and directors of publically traded companies 
and their subsidiaries." They would be more comfortable with that addition. I will get 
copies. 

9:28 Chairman Keiser: Going to 60 calendar days, this committee never has liked 
calendar days. You get into holiday periods. Although 60 is a lot of days, you get into 
Christmas and New Years and the belated business activities which might exist there. 
Sixty days, you might lose five days of opportunity. So what is the rationale? 

Bob Entringer: The rationale is the calculation of the annual percentage rate which the 
payday lender is required to disclose. When you start using business days opposed to 
calendar days, the calculation gets really difficult. Actually, the federal regulation just uses 
calendar days. 

10:20 Representative N. Johnson: When you are extending the contract for another six 
months, is there like a half a year charge for the licensure, or is that just going to be waived 
while you extend them? 

Bob Entringer: We are going to waive it. We figure that we are going to collect the full 
fee; we are just going to eat that additional six months. We will still get the money at the 
renewal at the end of the year.

16." Their collection fees would be the same as what banks and businesses charge for 
collection fees. They indicated to me that they are having a little bit of a problem because 
they do not get quite as much money to collect their insufficient checks as some of the 
other financial institutions do. They would like an even playing field. I propose the 
amendment for consideration by the committee. 

Chairman Keiser: Is there anyone in the audience who would like to make comment on 
that amendment? 

14:26 Ken Tupa, North Dakota Pawn Brokers Association: With respect to the 
amendment, there are many North Dakota pawn brokers who are also licensed deferred 
presentment service providers regulated by the Department of Financial Institutions. The 
regulatory statutes for deferred presentment service providers, more commonly known as 
payday loan providers, were enacted in 200 1. The $20 goes back to the original statutes 
from 200 1. Current law provides for every other business with insufficient funds to either 
charge or contract with a collection agency to charge up to $35 for the collection of those 
checks. We would like to update the language so it is uniform across the board.

The Department would like to convert all of our consumer division licensees to a nationwide licensing system; the 
system we contemplate using is owned and operate<:! qy the Conference of State Bank Supervisors. We currently 
use a nationwide system to license and track mortgage originators and money brokers. The nationwide system is a 
web-based system which would allow state-licensed entities to apply for, amend, update or renew a license online 
for all participating state agencies using a single set of uniform applications. The Department upgraded our records 
management system to be able download information from this nationwide system for our money brokers and 
mortgage loan originators in 2009. The license types to be converted to this system include collection agencies, 
deferred presentment service providers, money transmitters, and debt settlement companies. If this legislation 
should pass the Department would have to upgrade records management to download information for these 
licensees? from the nationwide system. The project includes interfacing DFI's Record Management System with 
data from the nationwide licensing system.

In  o rder  to 

g et a l l  l ice nsees o n  a nation-wid e  system,  the l icense expi rat ion date must 

be u n iform and so we are proposing to extend  the current l icense period for 

a l l  col lectio n  agencies, deferred presentment service providers ,  and  money 

t ransmitters for a n  addition a l  six-month period d u ring the 2 01 4  calendar 

year ,  s o  that a l l  l icen ses expi re on December 3 1 . As a resu lt of this s ix­

m o nth extens ion ,  and the changes to the renewal periods with in  the 

statute, every n on-depository l ice nsee regu l ated by the Departme nt wou ld  

be o n  the same renewal schedu le .  

Sections  4 ,  9 ,  1 3  a n d  1 5  o f  the B i l l  expressly p rovide for the ab i l ity of 

the Department to protect i nformation that comes into its possession by 

way of a m ulti-state system.

Sectio n  7 of the Bi l l  is  the on ly  amendment with i n  the B i l l  that d oes 

n ot address participatio n  with in  a multi-state system.

S pecifica l ly ,  th is  section corrects the t ime period required to be d isclo sed 

by a lender rel at ing to the maximum term of the deferred presentment 

transaction .  As amended , the maximum term of the comp lete transaction 

( or ig i n a l  term and renewal )  cou ld  n ot exceed s ixty calen d a r  d ays , instead  of 

sixty bus iness days .  Likewise,  the term of the ren ewal period cou ld  n ot be 

less than fifteen calendar days, and not business  days.

Mr .  Chai rman and members of the Committee, House Bi l l  No .  1 084 

includes a mendments to Chapters 1 3-05 ,  1 3-08, 1 3-09 and  1 3-1 1 of the 

N o rth Dakota Century Code relat ing to non-depository institut ions reg u lated 

by the Department. As some backgrou nd ,  i n  2009 the Department 

introduced leg is lation designed to transit ion both money brokers ( l icensed 

u nder Cha pter 1 3-04 . 1 )  and mortgage loan orig inators ( l icensed u nder 

Chapter 1 3- 1  0) onto the Nationwide Mortgage Licens ing  System and 

Registry ( "N MLS") .  NMLS is a nationwide platform desi gned to enable 
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participati ng state agencies to track financia l  services l i censing and share 

' 

i nformation among s ister regu latory agencies. N M LS was created i n  

response to the  federa l SAFE - Mortgage Licensing Act, which mandated a 

nat ionwide l icensing and reg istration system for a l l  mortgage loan 

orig inators. One benefit of the system is  that an  appl icant is  ab le  to 

s imu ltaneously apply to mu lt ip le states by merely ind icat i n g  a l l  the states i n  

which they would l ike to  apply.  Another benefit is that the l icensee is  i n  

d i rect control o f  their own record on the system,  and i s  ab le to  u pdate it 

without fi l i ng an add itiona l  req uest with the Department. F ina l ly ,  th is 

system makes the renewal procedure easier for the l icensee by a l l owing 

the l icensee to complete an onl ine renewa l a ppl ication a n d  submit payment 

electronica l ly .  Whi le the system has many added benefits for the l i censee, 

it also provides the Department with a un iform l icens in g  system for a l l  

l icensed entit ies and serves as a n  effective i nformatio n  sharing med ium 

whereby the  Department can receive va luable i nformation from other states 

which can be used to protect North Dakota residents. 

Based on the benefits offered by this type of system,  the Department 

determ ined that it wou ld be advantageous to transit ion al l  other non-

deposito ry entit ies reg u lated by the Department onto a nat ionwide mu lt i-

state l icens ing system .  I n  order t o  implement th is new l icensing system ,

Sect ion 1 was added to th is B i l l  as a n  a mendment offered by the 

Department after consu ltation with our attorney. This a mendment c larifies 

the authority of the Department to share confidentia l  i nformatio n .  The 

amendment relates to North Dakota Centu ry Code sect ion 6-0 1 -07. 1 ,  and 

adds a n at ionwide mult istate l icensing system to the l ist of entities in which 

the Department is  able to fu rn ish informatio n  and enter  i nto sharing 

agreements. As an aside,  on Page 1 ,  l i ne 1 9 , the H ouse IBL Comm ittee 

overstruck the word " i nto" ; th is was not part of our  proposed a mendments.

Additiona l ly ,  the 

a mendment i ncludes provis ions a l lowing the Commissioner to use the 

m u lt i-state system as a channel ing agent for request ing and distri but ing 

i nformation with in  the possession of the mu lt i-state system ,  such as credit 

reports . F ina l ly ,  the a mendment provides that the appl icant wi l l  pay d i rectly 

to the mu lt i-state system any addit iona l  fee relat ing to participation  with in  

the  system.  Currently,  we expect th is addit ional  fee would amount to 

a pproximately one h u ndred do l lars per l icensee per year. An amendment 

to sect ion 1 2  was adopted by the House I BL committee. The amendment 

i ntroduced by The Money Services Rou ndtable amended sect ion 1 3-09-

07(3)(a )  to remove officers and d i rectors of a publ ica l ly traded company 

and subsid iaries of the publ ica l ly  traded company from any req u irement for 

submission of fi ngerprints re lat ing to l icensure .  The reason g iven for the 

a mendment is  that the Securities and Exchange Commission has a l ready 

conducted a background check on these parties. 

Sect ions 3, 4 ,  7 ,  1 0 , 1 3  and 1 4  of the B i l l  provide for the mod ification 

of the renewa l periods for l icensure.  Currently the expi ration date for 

col lect ion agency l ice nses, deferred presentment service provider l icenses, 

a nd money tra nsmitter l icenses fa l l  on  J u ne 301h of each year. In order to 
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get a l l  l i censees on a mult i-state system ,  the l icense exp i rat ion date must 

be un iform and so we are proposing to extend the current l icense period for 

a l l  col lect ion agencies , deferred presentment service providers, and money 

transmitters for an addit iona l  six-month period during the 20 1 4  calendar 

year, so that a l l  l i censes expi re on December 3 1 . As a resu lt of  th is six­

month extens ion ,  and the changes to the renewa l per iods with in  the 

statute, every non-depository l icensee regu lated by the Department would 

be on the same renewal schedule .  

Sect ions 5, 1 1 , 1 5  and 1 7  of the B i l l  expressly provide for the ab i l i ty of 

the Department to protect i nformation that comes i nto its possess ion by 

way of a mu lti-state system.  Th is is important becau se other state 

regu lators a re a ble,  through the mu lt i-state system ,  to provide our  

Department with i nformation regard ing enforcement act ions taken against 

various compan ies i n  other states . Absent our  ab i l ity to p rotect confidentia l  

i nformat ion ,  i t  is un l i kely that other states wi l l  share it .  Wh i le  this type of 

i nformation  is most l i kely a l ready protected under Sect ion 6-0 1 -07. 1 ,  the 

amendments to these sect ions remove a ny question about the confidentia l  

nature of  the i nformation .  

Section  8 of  the  B i l l  does not address part icipat ion with in  a mu lti-state 

system.  This section makes a mod ification to a provis ion with in  the

contracts between the lender a nd borrower. Specifica l ly ,  th is section 

corrects the t ime period req u i red to be d isclosed by a lender relat ing to the 

maxi m u m  term of the deferred presentment transact ion.  As amended , the 

maxim u m  term of the complete transaction (orig ina l  term and renewal )  

cou ld not exceed sixty ca lendar days, instead of sixty bus iness d ays. 

L i kewise,  the term of the renewa l period could not be less than fifteen 

calendar  days, and not business days. The Department presents these 

two mod ificat ions as a means of revert ing back to t ime periods existi ng  i n  

the statute as it was orig ina l ly d rafted .  

F ina l ly ,  the language fou nd u nder section 9 of th is B i l l  was i ntroduced 

by the North Dakota Pawnbrokers Association as an a me ndment to H B  

1 084.  The resu lt of th is amendment would be to remove the twenty dol lar  

l im it on  co l lection fees a nd costs and replace it with the N S F  fee l im itat ion 

found u nder  6-08- 1 6(2 )(c). As a resu lt of the forego ing , a payday lender 

would be ab le  to assess co l lect ion fees or costs not in excess of the current 

th i rty-five do l lar  l im it and wou ld  entitle the l icensee to seek civ i l  penalt ies. 

The Depa rtment was req uested to submit a fisca l n ote on this B i l l .  

The expend itu re of  $ 1 36, 000 relates to  the necessity of  d own loading the 

i nformatio n  captured by a nat ionwide system into our record s  management

d atabase. The $ 1 36, 000 represents our estimate of the cost for ITO to do 

the programming and is  based on our previous costs to complete the s a me 

programming for ou r  money brokers. No other fisca l impa ct is a nticipated .

Chairman Holmberg and members of the Senate Appropriat ions 

Committee ,  thank you for the opportun ity to testify in  support of Engrossed 

House B i l l  No.  1 084. 

Mr. Cha i rman and members of the Committee, Engrossed House B i l l 

No .  1 084 incl udes amendments to Chapters 1 3-05, 1 3-08 , 1 3-09 and 1 3- 1 1 

of the North Dakota Century Code relating to non-depository institutions 

regu lated by the Department. As some background ,  in  2009 the 

Department i ntroduced leg islation designed to transition both money 

brokers ( l icensed under Chapter 1 3-04. 1 )  and mortgage loan orig inators 

( l icensed under Chapter 1 3- 1  0) onto the Nationwide Mortgage Licensing 

System and Reg istry ("NM LS") .  NMLS is a nationwide platform designed 
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to enable part icipating state agencies to track financial services l icensing 

and share i nformation among sister regulatory agencies. NMLS was 

created in response to the federal SAFE - Mortgage Licensing Act, which 

mandated a nationwide l icensing and reg istration system for a l l  mortgage 

loan orig inators.  One benefit of the system is that an  appl icant is able to 

s imultaneously apply to mult iple states by merely ind icating al l  the states in  

wh ich they would l ike to apply. Another benefit is that the l icensee is  i n  

d i rect control of thei r  own record o n  the system, a n d  i s  able to update it 

without fi l i ng an  addit ional request with the Department. F ina l ly,  this 

system makes the renewal procedu re easier for the l icensee by a l lowing 

the l icensee to complete an onl ine renewal appl ication and submit payment 

electron ical ly .  Whi le the system has many added benefits for the l icensee, 

it a lso provides the Department with a un iform l icensing system for a l l  

l i censed entities and serves as an effective information sharing med ium 

whereby the Department can receive valuable information from other states 

wh ich can be used to protect North Dakota residents . 

Based on the benefits offered by this type of system, the Department 

determined that it would be advantageous to transition all other non­

depository entities regulated by the Department onto a nationwide multi­

state l icensing system. In  order to implement th is new l icensing system, 
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the B i l l  addresses various areas within the col lection agency statute ( 1 3-

05) ,  deferred presentment service provider statute ( 1 3-08) ,  money 

transmitter statute ( 1 3-09) ,  and debt-settlement provider statute ( 1 3- 1 1 ). I t  

should be noted that the leg islation is designed to authorize the 

Commissioner to participate in a nationwide multistate l icensing system 

("mult i-state system") general ly ,  and does not requ i re participation with i n  

t h e  N M LS specifical ly .  

Section 1 was added to this Bi l l  as an amendment offered by the 

Department after consultation with our  attorney. This amendment clarifies 

the authority of the Department to share confidentia l  information .  The 

a mendment relates to North Dakota Century Code section 6-0 1 -07. 1 , and 

adds a nationwide multistate l icensing system to the l ist of entities in wh ich 

the Department is able to furnish information and enter into sharing 

agreements. As an aside, on Page 1 ,  l ine 1 9, the House I B L  Committee 

overstruck the word " into" ; this was not part of our proposed amendments. 

Wh i le  it does not appear to have any substantive affect, the mod ification 

makes the sentence read awkward ly. 

Sections 2 ,  6, 1 2 , and 1 6  of the Bi l l  amend the appl ication processes 

for l icensure. These sections are amended to al low the Commissioner to 

establ ish relationships or contracts with a multi-state system for the 
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purpose of l icensure.  These sections also outl i ne the type of information 

that may be col lected by the multi-state system.  Add itional ly ,  the 

amendment includes provisions al lowing the Commissioner to use the 

mu lti-state system as a channel ing agent for requesting and d istributing 

i nformation with in the possession of the multi-state system, such as credit 

reports . F inal ly,  the amendment provides that the appl icant wi l l  pay d i rectly 

to the mu lti-state system any additional fee relat ing to participation with in  

the system.  Currently, we expect this add it ional fee would amount to 

approximately one hundred dol lars per l icensee per year. An amendment 

to sect ion 1 2  was adopted by the House I BL committee. The amendment 

i ntroduced by The Money Services Roundtable amended section 1 3-09-

07(3)(a) to remove officers and d i rectors of a publ ica l ly  traded company 

and subsidiaries of the publ ical ly traded company from any requ i rement for 

submission of fingerprints relat ing to l icensure.  The reason g iven for the 

amendment is that the Securities and Exchange Commission has a l ready 

conducted a backg round check on these parties. 

Sections 3, 4, 7 ,  1 0, 1 3  and 1 4  of the B i l l  provide for the modification 

of the renewal periods for l icensure.  Currently the expiration date for 

col lection agency l icenses, deferred presentment service provider l icenses, 

and money transmitter l icenses fa l l  on June 30th of each year. In order to 
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get a l l  l icensees on a multi-state system, the l icense expiration date must 

be un iform and so we are proposing to extend the current l icense period for 

a l l  col lection agencies, deferred presentment service providers, and money 

transmitters for an addit ional six-month period during the 201 4  calendar 

year, so that a l l  l icenses expi re on December 3 1 . As a resu lt of this six­

month extension ,  and the changes to the renewal periods with i n  the 

statute, every non-depository l icensee regu lated by the Department would 

be on the same renewal schedule. 

Sections 5 ,  1 1 ,  1 5  and 1 7  of the Bi l l  expressly provide for the ab i l ity of 

the Department to protect information that comes into its possession by 

way of a mu lti-state system. This is important because other state 

regu lators are a ble ,  through the multi-state system, to provide our  

Department with information regarding enforcement actions taken against 

various compan ies in  other states. Absent our ab i l ity to protect confidential 

i nformation ,  it is un l i kely that other states wi l l  share it .  While this type of 

i nformation is most l i kely a l ready protected under Section 6-0 1 -07. 1 ,  the 

amendments to these sections remove any question about the confidential 

nature of the i nformation.  

Section 8 of the Bi l l  does not address participation with in  a multi-state 

system .  This section makes a modification to a provision with in  the 
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deferred presentment serv1ce provider chapter dea l ing with written 

contracts between the lender and borrower. Specifica l ly ,  this sect ion 

corrects the t ime period requ i red to be disclosed by a lender relating to the 

maxi mum term of the deferred presentment transaction . As amended , the 

maximum term of the complete transaction (orig ina l  term and renewal )  

could not exceed s ixty calendar days, instead of sixty business days. 

L ikewise, the term of the renewal period could not be less than fifteen 

ca lendar days, and not business days. The Department presents these 

two mod ifications as a means of reverting back to time periods exist ing i n  

the statute as it was orig ina l ly drafted . 

F ina l ly ,  the language found under section 9 of this B i l l  was introduced 

by the North Dakota Pawnbrokers Association as an amendment to H B  

1 084. The resu lt of this amendment would be to remove the twenty dol lar  

l imit on col lection fees and costs and replace i t  with the NSF fee l imitat ion 

found under 6-08-1 6(2 )(c). As a result of the foregoing ,  a payday lender 

would be a ble to assess col lection fees or costs not in  excess of the current 

th irty-five dol lar  l im it and would entitle the l icensee to seek civil penalties. 

The Department was requested to submit a fiscal note on this B i l l .  

The expenditure of  $ 1 36,000 relates to the necessity of downloading the 

i nformation captured by a nationwide system into our records management 
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database. The $ 1 36,000 represents our estimate of the cost for lTD to do 

the programming and is based on our  previous costs to complete the same 

programming for our  money brokers. No other fiscal impact is anticipated.
