Rep. Porter: We will open the hearing on HB 1354. 

Rep. Overson: I am here to briefly present to you HB 1354 and 2 people that will give you 
more information. This was formally known as the Wounded Warrior Project and this year 
they are asking for a few changes to the project. They are changing the name to the 
Injured Military Wildlife Project of N.D. and are asking for an increase from 4 deer tags and 
are changing the season to be the bow season. 

Lynn Gedson: I work with the Dunn county sheriffs office; I came 2 years ago when we 
started this program. The program was very well received in 2011 we had 2 hunters in 
2012 we increased to 4 hunters they were all successful. When I went to the Secretary of 
the State's Office I found out that it was a corporation and so any money that got donated 
to us we would have to send to them and then they would donate to us as they saw fit. 
Most of the people wanted the money to stay here so we started over I contacted an 
attorney who was working with us in Bismarck to do that. We changed the name to the 
Injured Military Wildlife Project of N.D. in order to keep our money here in N.D. The board 
that meets once a month does not get any money. 

Rep. Porter: With the mule deer population in western N. D. Did you discuss with your 
organization the 6 additional tags being white tail only? Or did you want only mule deer 
tags? 

Lynn Gedson: We would give them the option to take either the white tail or the mule deer. 

Rep. Porter: Then we wouldn't have a problem with us limiting the number of the any deer 
license and then adding the total number to 10. 

Lynn Gedson: I would not have a problem with that. 
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Rep .Nathe: Would all four tags filled? 

Lynn Gedson: Yes they were. 

Bill Schaller: Vice-President of the Injured Military Wildlife Project of NO; the licenses could 
be limited to white tail only or any only. The other thing is the season which was from the 
youth until the end of deer season we would like to change that to the bow season 
(Attachnent 1) 

Rep. Kesiser: Could you share with us how your group approaches and defines "injured"? 

Bill Schaller: We don't have a standard definition. We take into account all of the service 
men's injuries. We don't have any set regulations. 

Rep. Keiser: Have you considered those who have received a purple heart get priority? 

Bill Schaller: We have not come to that point yet. I did contact someone from the Purple 
Heart Association in Bismarck and at this point we don't have a lot of candidates. 

Rep. Kelsh: Does the military injury include PDSD? 

Bill Schaller: Yes I think they do classify that as an injury. At this time we are not seeking 
out anyone with PDSD. 

Rep. Porter: Are you aware of the mule deer situation in western N.D. Is there any issue 
with limiting the number to any deer and then restricting the others white tail only? 

Bill Schaller: Some of the problem is that the mule deer are easier to hunt. 

Rep. Keiser: Do you need 10 tags? 

Bill Schaller: We hope to in the next couple of years.

Chairman Lyson opened the hearing on engrossed HB 1354. 

Rep. Kylie Overson, District 42, introduced HB 1354. He distributed written testimony from 
John Jacobsen, a member of the Legislative Committee of the NO Veterans Coordinating 
Council. See attachment #1. This bill allocates deer tags to an organization once known as 
the Wounded Warrior Project and administers the tags to our injured veterans. 
They are asking for 1 0 deer tags and they are asking to change the timelines of the allowed 
hunt to coincide with the regular bow season. They are changing the name of the local 
group to the Injured Military Wildlife Project of North Dakota. 

Glen Gietzen, Injured Military Wildlife Project of NO, spoke about the history of the 
Wounded Warriors in NO and why they needed to make a break from that organization. 
He talked about the differences between the new project and the Wounded Warriors. The 
hand-picked board of directors has never accepted any money for what they do. The main 
goal of their board is to help wounded warriors and he gave examples. 

Tyler Hiltner, a disabled veteran, talked about his military experience, his injury, and his 
discharge. He told about his experience with the Injured Military Wildlife Project and the 
hunt he was able to go on. He praised the group and Mr. Gietzen for the work they do. 

Kim Molesworth, NO Game and Fish Dept., offered their support for this bill. 

Mike Donahue, NO Wildlife Federation, offered support and asked for a do pass. 

The hearing on HB 1354 was closed. 

Sen. Murphy moved a Do Pass on engrossed HB 1354. Seconded by Sen. Burckhard. 

Roll call vote 7-0-0. Motion carried. Carrier is Sen. Murphy.

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TESTIMONY ON HB 1354 

Good morning, I am Bill Schaller, Vice-President of the Injured Military Wildlife Project of NO 
(IMWP) and I will be testifying in favor of HB 1354. Two years ago HB 1415 gave the Wounded 

Warrior Project of NO four 'any' deer licenses to be utilized by our injured heroes. The license 

was good from the opener of youth deer season until the end of deer season. 

HB 1354 would provide up to ten licenses, which our group feels we can handle now. We ask 

for a name change because after many months of phone calls, letters, and emails we finally 

found out that we could not use the Wounded Warrior name for any of our activities without 

turning over all of our fundraising efforts to them - only to have them disburse the funds as 

they see fit. In addition, many local supporters of our group have stated they would rather have 

their money stay in NO. We have a Board of Directors, By-laws, and have incorporated. We 

hope to have our 501 c 3 non-profit status in the next couple of months. The final item this 

legislation addresses is the season. There was some question before as to the length of the 

season, but HB 1354 clears that up. I urge a "Do Pass" from the committee.

NDWF is busy Friday 02-01-13 in the Senate this morning. So, some comments 

for your consideration on some bills you have this morning. 

HB1336: We support. Concerning Paddlefish this establishes a lottery and raises 

license fees. We assume the Fiscal Note is insignificant. 

HB1354: W� are neutral. However, when the 11Wounded Warrior Project" was 

first initiated we supported it. But, we also made a comment to others in 

attendance after the official hearing that essentially stated, 11Watch, they will be 

back for more licenses and a longer season." The unofficial military term for that 

is ''mission creep." We assume the Fiscal Note is insignificant. 

HB1370: We support this POLICY for the Game and Fish Department license fee 

adjustments and management of the "Balance Amount." 

HB1434: We are neutral. Be aware that Senate bill 2242 (being heard today) 

allows for 100% resident disabled veterans to obtain a free hunting and fishing 

license. Watch the Fiscal Note. Namely, reduced license sales reduce the federal 

reimbursement to the state. The state loses license dollars and federal dollars. 

Too, 100% disabled does not mean disabled agility. Examples: A friend from 

California comes nearly every year to North Dakota to hunt pheasants, geese,and 

sometimes deer. He is a former marine helicopter pilot in Vietnam and now has 

prostate cancer. His cancer is from 11Presumed exposure to Agent Orange" in 

Vietnam and he is rated 100% disabled. A brother is a former marine infantry 

rated at 100% disabled. He hunts, fishes, golfs and is a champion pool shooter. 

For information: The 100% disabled receives tax free approximately $2,900/mo. 



Personally, I am rated at 30% disabled and receive $442/mo tax free.

Chairman Lyson, members of the Natural Resource Committee, 
for the record my name is Richard Marcellais, Senator from

House Billl354 would allow the issue of ten deer licenses 

annually to the Injured Military Wildlife Project of North Dakota 

for distribution. A license issued under this subsection is valid 
during the period of the deer bow season. 

The Injured Military Wildlife Project (IMWP) of North Dakota 

is a group of citizens who provide hunting and fishing 

opportunities to our military personnel who have been injured in 
the line of duty.
