A Canadian Consulate opens in Minneapolis in
April, one of six established across the U.S. this
year. Now a Consulate General, the office focuses
on trade relations, investment promotion, public
affairs, and consular services in North Dakota and
four other states in the region.

The historic Canada-US Free Trade Agreement -
a precursor to NAFTA - is signed, spurring more
trade, investment and jobs on both sides of the
border. Today, Canada is the biggest customer
for 35 of 50 US states, including North Dakota.

1997

Devastating spring
flooding affects North
Dakota, Minnesota,
and Manitoba
communities  along
the Red River, causing
billions of dollars in
damage.

The Jamestown facility employs 250 people and
annually produces nearly 270 million pounds of
frozen potato products such as fries, tater tots and
hash browns. Since purchasing the plant in 2001,
the Canadian company has increased the number of
employees, raised base salaries, and has invested in

significant updates.

2003

The Canadian Pacific Railway increases its presence
in North Dakota with the completion of a new
grain terminal in Enderlin. Owned by Plains Grain
& Agronomy, LLC, the 100-car grain terminal is
conveniently located to facilitate the transfer of truck
freight to rail. The terminal marks the 13th of its kind
in North Dakota serviced by CPR, a transcontinental
carrier that operates throughout the U.S. and Canada.

Winnipeg native Jonathan
Toews plays hockey for the
University of North Dakota,
where he helps the team
reach the NCAA Frozen Four
in both 2006 and 2007 before
being drafted by the Chicago
Blackhawks.

Alberta’s representative
to the U.S, Gary Mar, speaks about Canada’s
role as the largest and most reliable source
of imported oil, natural gas, electricity and

uranium for the United States.
