% Funding from the general fund is reduced and 27.5 FTE positions are added to reflect the transfer of the Tompkins
Rehabilitation and Corrections Center from the Department of Human Services to the Department of Corrections and
Rehabilitation. This includes an increase of $5,031,222 of funding for the FTE positions and to operate the Tompkins
Rehabilitation and Corrections Center and a reduction of $8,607,462 for contract payments to the Department of
Human Services.

6 Funding of $4,411,250 from the general fund is added, including $3,873,750 to contract with the State Hospital for
up to 30 addiction treatment beds and $537,500 to expand juvenile day treatment to up to five additional school
districts.

3 One-time funding from the strategic investment and improvements fund for a campus infrastructure study of the
James River Correctional Center and State Hospital is removed. The funding for the campus infrastructure study at
the Youth Correctional Center is adjusted to provide funding from the general fund rather than the strategic
investment and improvements fund. Both the House and Senate included funding from the strategic investment and
improvements fund for the studies.

4 One-time funding of $400,000 from the general fund is added for the Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation
to hire consultants, with advice from a newly created Legislative Management committee, to assist the department
and the Legislative Management in a study of the Department of Corrections and Rehabilitation. Neither the House
nor the Senate provided funding to assist with this study.
