c. Within ten days after the removal of an anemometer tower, an owner of the tower

shall notify the commission.

4. The commission may enforce this section. A violation of this section is an infraction.

SECTION 2. APPROPRIATION. There is appropriated out of any moneys in the general

fund in the state treasury, not otherwise appropriated, the sum of $4,500, or so much of the sum
as may be necessary, to the aeronautics commission for the purpose of establishing a database
for anemometer towers, for the biennium beginning July 1, 2011, and ending June 30, 2013.

SECTION 3. APPLICATION. Any anemometer tower that was erected before August 1,
2011, must be marked as required in this Act before August 1, 2014. Any anemometer tower
that is erected after July 31, 2011, must be marked as required in this Act at the time the tower
is erected. An anemometer tower that has been erected in an existing wind energy generating
facility on the effective date of this Act is exempt from the provisions of this Act.

SECTION 4. EMERGENCY. This Act is declared to be an emergency measure.
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
