A BILL for an Act to amend and reenact section 39-10-47 of the North Dakota Century Code,

relating to vehicles obstructing highways; and to amend and reenact section 39-10-48 of the

North Dakota Century Code, relating to vehicles illegally parked on highways.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 39-10-47 of the North Dakota Century Code is

amended and reenacted as follows:

39-10-47. Stopping, standing, or parking outside of business or residence districts.

An individual
may not stop, park, or leave standing any vehicle, whether attended or unattended,
upon the paved or main-traveled part of theany highway whenif it is practicable to
stop, park, or so leave suehthe vehicle off sueh-part-efsaidthe paved or main-traveled

part of the highwaybutin-every-eventan. There must be an unobstructed width of the
highway of not less than twelve feet [3.66 meters] opposite a standing vehicle mustbe-

left for the free passage of other vehicles and a clear view of suehany stopped
vehielesvehicle must be available from a distance of not less than two hundred feet
[60.96 meters] in each direction upon suaehthe highway.

FhisUnless the vehicle is blocking the highway or is otherwise endangering public

safety, this section and sections 39-10-49 and 39-10-50 do not apply to the driver of
anya vehicle which is disabled while on the paved or main-traveled portion of a
highway ir-sueh-mannerand-to-such-extentthatitisimpessible te-aveid _ if stopping
and temporarily leaving suehthe disabled vehicle in-sueh-pesitienis unavoidable.

Without the consent of the owner or driver of a vehicle and if a vehicle or any personal

property or cargo spilled from the vehicle is blocking the highway or is otherwise

endangering public safety. a police officer may:

a. Remove the vehicle or cause the vehicle to be removed from the highway; and

b. Remove or cause to be removed any personal property or cargo that may have

been spilled from the vehicle onto the highway.

Alf reasonable care is used in the removal process. a police officer and the police

officer's employing agency, the department of transportation or an employee of the

department of transportation, or a political subdivision or employee of a political

subdivision authorized by a police officer—and any-tow-truck-eperator-ertowing-
company-autherized-by-apeolice-officer is not liable in civil damages for loss or damage

to any vehicle or to any personal property or cargo that may have spilled from a

vehicle that is removed from a highway under this section.

SECTION 2. AMENDMENT. Section 39-10-48 of the North Dakota Century Code is

amended and reenacted as follows:

39-10-48. Officer authorized to remove illegally stopped vehicle.

Whenever-anylf a police officer finds a vehicle standing upon a highway in violation of
any-of-the-previsiens-of section 39-10-47, suehthe officer is-hereby-autherizedto-move-

suehmay remove the vehicle; or require the driver or other person in charge of the

vehicle to move the same;vehicle to a position off the paved or main-traveled part of

suehthe highway to a place where the vehicle does not block the highway or otherwise

endanger public safety.

Wheneveranylf a police officer finds a vehicle unattended upon any highway,-bridge;-
ercauseway-or-i-any-tunrnebwhere-sueh and the vehicle eonstitutes-an-obstruction-
temay obstruct traffic or otherwise endanger public safety, suehthe officer is-hereby-
adtherizedto-previde-for-the-remeoval-ef suehmay have the vehicle moved to the-
nearest-garage-or-otherplace-of-safetya location where it may be securely held.
AnryA police officer is-hereby-autherized-toremove-orcause-to-beremovede

nearestgarage-or-otherplace-ofsafetymay remove or cause to be removed any

vehicle found upon a highway wherand move the vehicle to any location where the

vehicle may be securely held if:

a. Areport has been made thatsuehthe vehicle has been stolen or taken without

the consent of its owner;

b. The persen-orpersensin-chargeowner or driver of suehthe vehicle areis unable

to provide for its custody or removal; or

c. The persenindividual driving or in control of suehthe vehicle is arrested for an

aleged offense ferwhich-the-officerisrequired-bylaw-to-take-the-persen-arrested-

befere-apropermagistrate-without-unnrecessary-delayand taken into custody and

another individual is not available to lawfully operate the vehicle.
Whenever-any-autherizedHaw-enfereementlf a police officer finds;-en-state-charitable-
erpenakHnstitutionproperty-oronthestate-capitelgreunds; a vehicle standing,

stopped, or parked in a dangerous location or in violation of any official traffic-control

device prohibiting or restricting the stopping, standing, or parking of any vehicle on_

state property, the officer shall place a written warning on the vehicle for the first
offense and thereafter-an-autherized-traffic-citation-may-be-issuedissue a traffic citation

for a subsequent violation. However, rea traffic citation may not be issued for a

violation of this subsection occurring on the state capitol grounds during a legislative
session.

A police officer and the police officer's employing agency, the department of

transportation or an employee of the department of transportation, or a political

subdivision or employee of a political subdivision authorized by a police officer—and-

ieer is not liable in

civil damages for loss or damage to any vehicle removed from a highway or state

property under this section. so long as reasonable care is used in the removal

process.
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
