STATEMENT OF INTENT

This measure would clarify the supremacy and application of the Constitution of the United 

States.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF NORTH DAKOTA, THE 

SENATE CONCURRING THEREIN:

That the proposed amendment to section 23 of article I of the Constitution of North Dakota 

is agreed to and must be submitted to the qualified electors of North Dakota at the general 

election to be held in 2016, in accordance with section 16 of article IV of the Constitution of 

North Dakota.

SECTION 1. AMENDMENT. Section 23 of article I of the Constitution of North Dakota is 

amended and reenacted as follows: 

Section 23. The state of North Dakota is an inseparable part of the American union and the 

Constitution of the United States is the supreme law of the land to which all government, state 

and federal, is subject.
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
