SECTION 2. ALTERNATIVE TEACHER CERTIFICATION PROGRAM - 
REPORT TO LEGISLATIVE MANAGEMENT. The education standards and practices 
board shall provide the legislative management a status report during the 2019-20 
interim and during the 2021-22 interim regarding the number of teacher licenses issued 
under an alternative teacher certification program, the effectiveness of the program, the 
quality of instruction provided under the program, and whether the program is 
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accomplishing desired objectives. The report must include a recommendation 
regarding continuation of the program.

SECTION 3. EXPIRATION DATE. This Act is effective through July 31, 2023, 
and after that date is ineffective."
