Governor’'s recommended appropriation for the Department.

The Department’s 2021-23 budget allowed for the Department to
demolish the chapel, administrative building, employee building, and
associated tunnels at the State Hospital only if the Department was able
to find general fund savings to use on the demolition projects. The
Department did not receive any appropriation from the 67t Legislative
Assembly for the demolition projects. The Department does not have
funding for the demolition projects. The Department was also informed by
the State Historical Society that the chapel is historic and cannot be

demolished.

Without an apprbpriation for the 2023-25 biennium, the Department will
probably not be able to demolish the buildings and tunnels in the next
biennium. The Governor’s recommended budget for the Department has
$10,000,000 for an architecture design for the new State Hospital. If this
Bill is passed, as is, without the proper funding to demolish certain
buildings, there will be no architecture design for the new State Hospital
based on the language limiting the Department from spending any funds

for the purpose of building a new state hospital until certain buildings are
