Re: SB2110 Cooperative maintenance agreement with Theodore Roosevelt National Park 

 

 

Committee Chair Clemens and members Conley, Larsen, Paulson, Rummel, and Rust, 

 

I like to testify in support of Senate Bill 2110. My name is Birgit Pruess and I am a private 

citizen of North Dakota. I am very familiar with Theodore Roosevelt National Park, which I 

have visited 2 to 4 times each year since 2014. I like to propose an amendment to the bill: 

 

Theodore Roosevelt National Park is responsible for the maintenance of ALL managed animal 

herds in both, the South and the North Unit. This includes horses at a number that promotes a 

genetically viable herd and Texas longhorn cattle at the current number. 

 

Of course, I support the maintenance of the Painted Canyon visitor center and the part roads. The 

Painted Canyon visitor center is the first and often only part of the park that many visitors see. 

For those of us who come into the park, we need the roads and we need them in good shape. 

However, in order to make sure that the visitor center and the roads are visited frequently, we 

need to maintain the level of attractiveness of the park. That includes all the animals that live in 

there. In addition to being part of the cultural heritage of the great State of North Dakota who 

already lived there at the time of Theodore Roosevelt, the horses are also a major point of 

attraction for visiting tourists. There are tens of thousands of fans of the horses and I heard many 

of them say they won’t visit the park anymore once the horses are removed. I would very much 

appreciate if the above amendment could be added to the bill to ensure that people will keep 

using streets and visitor centers at high numbers. 

 

I am in support of SB2110 with the amendment.

I’m Matt Linneman, 
Deputy Director for Engineering for the North Dakota Department of Transportation 
(NDDOT). I’m here to introduce and support Senate Bill 2110. 
 
Senate Bill 2110 will provide the NDDOT authority to enter into agreements with 
Theodore Roosevelt National Park to assist with the maintenance of their transportation 
network. This bill would give the NDDOT authority to assist the National Park Service and 
expend necessary resources to expedite or assist with projects within the limits of 
Theodore Roosevelt National Park.  
 
Tourism is North Dakota’s third largest industry and Theodore Roosevelt National Park is 
the top destination, attracting nearly 600,000 visitors each year. The park has 
approximately 38 miles of roadway within the boundary of the North and South Units. 
This bill will allow the NDDOT to assist the National Park Service with providing reliable, 
year-round access to the rugged beauty of our state’s only National Park.

A BILL for an Act to create and enact section 24-02-45.4 of the North Dakota Century Code, 

relating to a cooperative maintenance agreement with Theodore Roosevelt national park.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY OF NORTH DAKOTA:

SECTION 1. Section 24-02-45.4 of the North Dakota Century Code is created and enacted 

as follows:

24-02-45.4. Cooperative agreement with Theodore Roosevelt national park for the 

maintenance of roadways off of the state highway system.  

Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the director may enter a cooperative agreement 

with the Theodore Roosevelt national park for the joint maintenance of the park's transportation   

network, off of the state highway system, for use by the traveling public. The director may   

expend moneys from the state highway fund within the limits of legislative appropriations for the   

maintenance of roadways within the Theodore Roosevelt national park  , provided the director   

request  s   the Theodore Roosevelt national park to seek reimburs  ement of department costs   

from the federal government  .
